As part of the annual Missionary Co-Operative Pro-
gram, Fr. Fredrick John Baptist Ndungu of the Arch-
diocese of Nyeri Kenya will speak at all our Masses
this weekend about The Society of St. Peter Apos-
tle, one of the four Pontifical Mission Societies rep-
resented here in the Archdiocese of Boston.

Are you or someone you know interested
in learning more about the Catholic
faith? Perhaps you are thinking about
what it means to be called to the Catholic
way of life. The Church has a process
called the Order of Christian Initiation of
Adults (O.C.I.A.) whereby adults can learn
and discern whether to become Catholic
Christians. The process leads an unbap-
tized adult to his or her baptism, usually
at the Easter Vigil on Holy Saturday. If
the adult has been baptized in another
Christian tradition, then the process pre-
pares the person to be received into the
Catholic Church by making a profession of
faith as a Catholic. The process also pre-
pares the way for someone who was bap-
tized in the Catholic Church to receive
First Holy Communion and Confirma-
tion.

This is the best context for
appreciating the impor-
tance of the First
Commandment.

Numerous Catholics are seeking a
deeper relationship with God through daily Mass,
frequent reception of the Sacraments, the prayer-
ful reading of Scripture, retreats, spiritual direc-
tion, diverse forms of prayer, and devotional
practices.
