Principal work for Project No. 35-23-01 includes approximately 10.0 miles of soil cement base construction with topping, paving and other work by the County.  Principal item of work for Project No. 35-23-02 involves pre-leveling on/or overlay (estimated 2,500 tons) on roads in the county at various locations. Principal work for Project No. 35-23-03 includes approximately 27 miles of striping and raised markers on various county roads.
