ATTENTION: ALL PERSONS CURRENTLY OR FORMERLY EMPLOYED AT DEFENDANT UNIX PACKAGING, LLC, FKA UNIX PACKAGING, INC., AS HOURLY-PAID, NON-EXEMPT EMPLOYEES IN THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA AT ANY TIME DURING THE PERIOD FROM APRIL 28, 2017 THROUGH MARCH 22, 2024, 
AND 
ALL PERSONS CURRENTLY OR FORMERLY PLACED TO WORK AT DEFENDANT UNIX PACKAGING, LLC, FKA UNIX PACKAGING, INC., BY SOUTH BAY SAFETY INC., AS HOURLY-PAID, NON-EXEMPT EMPLOYEES IN THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA AT ANY TIME DURING THE PERIOD FROM OCTOBER 1, 2018 THROUGH SEPTEMBER 30, 2022.
	On May 27, 2025, the Superior Court of California for the County of Los Angeles (the “Court”) entered an Order granting Plaintiff Ruben Ruiz’s (“Plaintiff’s”) Motion for Final Approval of Class and Representative Action Settlement for Unix Employees and Motion for Final Approval of Class and Representative Action Settlement for South Bay Employees.
	On June 4, 2024, the Court entered a final Judgment in favor of Plaintiff and Settlement Class Members against Defendants Unix Packaging, LLC, fka Unix Packaging, Inc. (“Unix”), and South Bay Safety, Inc. (“South Bay” and collectively with Unix, “Defendants”).
	Although the final Judgment was entered in favor of Plaintiff and the Settlement Class, Unix is insolvent and has no money or assets left to pay the Judgment.
	On February 3, 2025, a separate legal action was filed and a court-appointed Receiver took legal control of all of Unix’s business assets (Superior Court of California for the County of Los Angeles, Case No. 25STCV02978). The Receiver’s job was to liquidate Defendant’s business assets to pay off its debts.
	On October 6, 2025, the Court in the Receivership action approved the Receiver’s Final Account and Report, and discharged the Receiver from their duties. 

	WHAT DOES THAT MEAN FOR YOU?
	There are no funds remaining and there is a 0% recovery for unsecured claims like the Judgment. Pursuant to the Judgment, Class Members, Aggrieved Employees and Class Counsel will release their claims against all Released Parties only upon entry of the Judgment, the Order granting Final Approval, and on the date when Unix fully funds the entire Gross Settlement Amount and funds all employer payroll taxes owed on the Wage Portion of the Individual Class Payments. Therefore, because Unix has not fully funded the entire Gross Settlement Amount and employer payroll taxes, your claims against Defendants have not been released, but you will also not receive payment because Unix is completely defunct and possesses no remaining assets.
