Continues many of the previous program 
elements:

State must spend 15% set-aside of a State’s overall 
Section 5311 funding allocation on intercity bus 

projects
Unless it certifies that there are no unmet rural 

intercity bus needs
If it certifies it must have conducted a study of the 

adequacy of intercity bus service within the previous 
four years

Consultation process involving intercity bus carriers 
and other stakeholders must be described in State 

Management Plan

Requirements:

Intercity bus is fixed-route, fixed-schedule by definition

Intercity bus service operated by private entities is subject to ADA 
Over-the-Road Bus regulations must be readily accessible to and 
usable by individuals with disabilities

Complementary paratransit is not required for intercity bus service

For other types of vehicles operated by private entities, they are 
subject to ADA DOT regulations governing fixed-route or demand-
response services:

• For fixed-route, all vehicles but automobiles must be accessible
• For demand-response (feeder systems) all vehicles but 

automobiles must be accessible unless the system, in its 
entirety, provides equivalent service—vans seating less than 
eight must be accessible unless system provides equivalent 
service

• Unsubsidized routes provide the 
“trunk” of NC’s intercity network

• Subsidized services all designed to 
make meaningful connections to 
these routes



Barriers to Full Intercity Service Provision

• Limited State/Local Match Funds

• Significant rural area with low population density

• Unprofitable intercity service areas

• Limited capacity for local transit agencies to provide intercity service 



In-Kind Match

• NC has been utilizing In-Kind Match since  
its inception (2010)

• Weigh the cost of the increased 5311 
funds drawdown
• 15% is required by FTA

• Limited by the unsubsidized routes that 
are currently pledged to other states

• NC is well-positioned in the middle of the 
east coast to connect to unsubsidized 
segments

What is in-
kind match 
for intercity 
bus projects

• A carrier may use the value of connecting, unsubsidized 
intercity bus service as in-kind match for a route 
subsidized by the FTA 5311(f) program.

• The unsubsidized service must make a meaningful 
connection to the subsidized route.

• A carrier may use its own eligible, unsubsidized miles as 
match. The match can also be pledged to another carrier, 
but charter and commuter services are not eligible.

• Miles from connecting services are most often operated 
in contiguous states.

• The subsidized carrier must obtain written consent and 
supporting documentation from the carrier providing the 
match in order to use the miles.
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Example:  Travel Washington 
Gold Line

• WSDOT contracts for two daily round-trips 
between Kettle Falls and Spokane. 

• The grant amount generally covers most or all of 
the deficit to the provider.

• The service makes stops in three intermediate 
communities and connects to transportation hubs 
at the Spokane Intermodal Center and Spokane 
International Airport.
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Gold Line service plus 
Greyhound/FLIX match 
miles

• The service connects with 
specific unsubsidized schedules.  

• In this case, the connecting 
schedule is between Spokane and 
The Dalles, Oregon (en route to 
Portland).

• New route definition:  Kettle Falls 
to The Dalles, Oregon.
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Problem:
How can state 
DOT program 
staff 
determine 
whether the 
match is 
available? 

A possible solution!
• Since the unsubsidized connecting service usually 

extends beyond the borders of the state providing the 
subsidy, how do states know if the match is both: 

• Unsubsidized by another state, and 
• Unpledged to another state’s subsidized service?

• Proposed solution:  AASHTO “database”
• A searchable listing of a carrier’s subsidized 

schedule segments and its connecting, 
unsubsidized schedule segments that would be:
Submitted to AASHTO by carriers.
Validated by state DOT program staff.
Available only to state DOT program staff.
Reviewed/“audited” with regular (TBD) 

frequency.
