Funeral Questions: 
Cremation is not forbidden by the Church, but the scattering of ash-
es is. According to the Catechism of the Catholic Church, “The 
Church permits cremation, provided that it does not demonstrate a 
denial of faith in the resurrection of the body” (CCC 2301). The 
scattering of ashes represents a denial of our Christian belief in the 
resurrection of the body in both its communal and individual ele-
ments. 
The cremated remains represent the human person and are a sign 
of how God blessed us through this person. Dispersing these ashes 
over a lake or field is inappropriate because final closure to our 
earthly life should include remaining with the community of faith, 
even in death, as we await the resurrection of the body.  
The remains also symbolize the individuality of that person, and 
burying them in consecrated ground or putting them in a columbar-
ium honors the unique sacredness of the person’s life. That’s why 
Catholic cemeteries provide space for the remains of those who are 
cremated. It also provides a place where loved one can show re-
spect for the remains—a place and space that doesn’t exist when 
remains are scattered.
