There is only one name, only one God- 
but there are three persons: the Father, the Son, and the 
Holy Spirit. On this Sunday, we confess the great mystery 
of the Holy Trinity.  
 
On Trinity Sunday, we confess the Athanasian Creed, 
which goes into great detail to confess the catholic 
(universal) faith that must be faithfully and firmly believed 
to be saved: “that we worship one God in Trinity and 
Trinity in Unity.”
