Set-Up: The building will be open and available for set-up on Thursday, October

table. (Please do not move tables or names.) We will do our best to
accommodate any special requests you put on your registration form.

The building will be locked after set-up on Thursday. The building will be open
8am-3pm on Friday and 8:30am-3pm on Saturday.

Parking: After you have unloaded your vehicle, please park in the RTD lot north
of the PSC parking lot or on Longs Way (streetside of the building). Please allow
parking in the PSC lot for shoppers only.

Sales Tax: All sellers participating in the event are responsible for obtaining a tax
license, collecting and remitting sales tax to the Town of Parker. If you do not
have a tax license, you must still collect 8% sales tax on all taxable items. You
may then give those tax dollars (cash or check) to Parker Senior Center to pay
on your behalf.
