 Bursary Guidelines  

East Midlands Netball aims to support their affiliated members by providing subsidies and mentoring opportunities to help develop coaches, tutors, umpires and volunteers across the region, that will benefit the East Midlands region.  However, only a finite sum of money is ring-fenced for this support - per annum - and a subsidy of up to 50% is available.  To apply for a bursary, the ‘Bursary Application Form’ must be completed when acceptance on the course is confirmed and the fully completed form should then be sent to: eastmidlands@englandnetball.co.uk 

Courses Eligible for EM Funding:

Up to 50% subsidy is available towards the following England Netball training events:

a) England Netball Level Two (L2) Coaching course
b) Officiating - England Netball B Award course and written assessments and practical assessments for B and A Awards
c) Officiating Assessor accreditation courses. 
d) Coach Tutor and Assessor training
e) Volunteer development
f) Applications NOT related to the above list, should be directed to: eastmidlands@englandnetball.co.uk

NB: Funding requests for England Netball Level 1 (L1), C Award Umpire courses, Safeguarding & First Aid courses should be made directly to your own County Netball Association.

	Bursary Guidelines

	· 1. All applicants must be a member of East Midlands Netball: Derbyshire, Leicestershire, Lincolnshire, Northamptonshire or Nottinghamshire.
· 

	2. Applicants must apply for a bursary when acceptance onto the course is confirmed.   Funding will be refused if the application is not received in advance.  Applicants must also submit evidence of completion of the course/training within 1 year of the funding being allocated.  Funding may be withdrawn if not claimed within this period.  

	· 3. Successful candidates will be required to undertake activity within the region/county and the commitment will be determined on an individual basis and listed in any ‘Special Conditions’ of the bursary.

	4. Candidates will be required to accept the terms offered to them and provide proof of qualification, where applicable.


	5. Multiple applicants from one club will be considered and applicants can apply more than once.  Bursaries are at the sole discretion of East Midlands Netball and are subject to their available funds.


	6. Each application will be judged on its individual merits and East Midlands Netball’s financial position at the time of application.


	· 7. County Associations and relevant regional personnel will be notified of all funding issued.

	· 8. Payment will only be paid to the applicant. Requests for alternative payment arrangements should be made in writing to: eastmidlands@englandnetball.co.uk  Payment will be made by BACS.  


	· 9. Applications are considered throughout the year and all applicants will be notified of the outcome, (following consideration by the Regional Operating Group – ROG), hopefully within 2 weeks of applying.



As stated at the start of this document, bursaries are subject to EM Netball having enough available funds - as only a finite sum of money is ring-fenced for this type of support each year.
