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The best model for family life, is the Holy Family of
Jesus, Mary and Joseph. Their life was very difficult.
From the moment Jesus was born, he lived under
the shadow of the cross. The Holy Family could not
live in peace. Herod wanted to kill the coming
Messiah because he was afraid he was going to lose
his power. Joseph had to act fast. Danger was
imminent. An angel of God warned Joseph to take
the mother and child and flee to Egypt. Joseph
obeyed and they traveled hidden at night through
the desert.

Their journey was hard and dangerous. Nothing was
certain. Where would they stay? What might they
expect? When might they return? They had so many
questions without answers. All they knew was that
God was leading the way. That brought them even
more questions. An angel told them Jesus was the
Messiah who would save his people from sin. What
was their responsibility in this? How were they sup-
posed to raise the Son of God?

After Herod died, they must have felt relieved. Then
an angel of God told Joseph it was time to go home.
But Joseph was worried because the new ruler,
Herod’s son, was just as dangerous. He just finished
killing 3000 citizens. So in a dream, God directed
Joseph to Nazareth.

What was it that kept the Holy Family together
during these trials and crosses? What was their
secret? Their secret was this: Their love for each
other and for God. That can be our secret too. We
can keep our families together, especially during
trials and crosses, by our love for each other and for
God.

What are we going to do about it? How can we help
our families become holy families? What can a par-
ent do so their children will grow up to be responsi-
ble loving parents themselves? We have to teach
them to love God. How? By our example. Our fami-
lies have to experience Gods’ love in us and through
us.

Parents should pray: “Lord Jesus, help me to be the
parent my children need me to be.” Children should
pray: “Lord Jesus, help me to be the son or daughter
my parents want me to be.” Then we need to spend
more time with our families. We need to attend
Sunday Mass together. We need to pray daily as a
family together. We need to become active in our
parish community. We need to reach out together
as a family to help the poor and the needy.

And in these experiences of family life we will help
each other grow closer to God by becoming more
compassionate, kind, humble, patient, tolerant, and
forgiving. Then by the power of grace we will be
transformed and become like the Holy Family of
Jesus, Mary, and Joseph.

Todo lo que sabian
era que Dios estaba guiandolos por el camino. Y se
les vino todavia mas preguntas. Un angel les dijo que
Jesus era el Mesias que salvard a su pueblo del
pecado. ¢Qué iba ser su responsabilidad en esto?
¢Como se supone que iban a criar el Hijo de Dios?
Después que murié Herodes, debian de haber
sentido un poco alivio. Entonces un angel de Dios le
dijo a José que hora era el tiempo para regresarse a
casa. Pero se preocupo José porque el nuevo
gobernante, hijo de Herodes, era igual de peligroso
como su padre. Acababa de matar 3.000 ciudadanos.
Asi que en un suefio, Dios los dirigié a Nazaret.
¢Como fue que la Sagrada Familia se mantuvieron
juntos durante todas estas pruebas y cruces? ¢ Cuadl
fue su secreto? Su secreto fue éste: Su amor entre
ellos y para Dios. Eso puede ser nuestro secreto
también. Podemos mantener a nuestras familias
juntas, sobre todo durante las pruebas y cruces, con
el amor entre nosotros y para Dios.

Entonces qué vamos a hacer? ¢Cémo podemos
ayudar a nuestras familias para convertirlas en san-
tas familias? ¢Qué puede un padre hacer para que
sus hijos crezcan a ser, ellos mismos, padres que son
felices, amorosos y responsables? Tenemos que en-
sefarles a amar a Dios. éCoOmo? Por nuestro ejemplo.
Nuestras familias tienen que experimentar el amor
de Dios dentro de nosotros ya través de nosotros.
Los padres deben orar: "Sefior Jesus, ayudame a ser
el padre que mis hijos necesitan que yo sea." Los ni-
fos deben orar: "Sefior Jesus, ayddame a ser el hijo o
la hija que mis padres quieren que yo sea."

Tenemos que hacer un
esfuerzo juntos como una familia para ayudar a los
pobres y los necesitados.

Y en estas experiencias de la vida familiar nos
ayudaremos el uno al otro para crecer mas cerca de
Dios, viviendo con compasién, bondad, humildad,
paciencia, tolerancia y perddn para los que nos
ofenden. Y entonces el poder de la gracia nos va a
transformar para ser como la Sagrada Familia

de Jesus, Maria y José.
