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Christmas is coming! Let me ask you this:

What Christmas gift will you give to God?

Christmas is coming. Now is your time to prepare.
Prepare by giving...by sacrificing...by loving...so people
experience Jesus in you. Isaiah foretold that about
John the Baptist: “A voice of one crying out in the
desert, Prepare the way of the Lord.” And he said it
with just one word: “Repent!” Change your heart.
Leave your sins behind and live now in God’s love.
From now on, identify who you are...with Jesus Christ.
But let’s be honest. It is going to take a lot more than
just coming to mass every Sunday. Did you notice how
John the Baptist got angry at the Pharisees and Sad-
ducees? They came to be baptized, but nothing more.
They did not believe in repentance. “You brood of
vipers!” Why should they? They were sons of Abra-
ham. They didn’t have to change. But they were dead
wrong. God doesn’t want “do-nothing” disciples. God
wants “do-something” disciples. We have to be doers
of the Word. What does that mean? That means you
cannot ignore your brothers and sisters who are
suffering and in need. God loves you, so you have to
love them. God has forgiven you, so you have to for-
give them. God provides for your needs, so you have
to provide for their needs. How do we know that?
Because Jesus said so: “For | was hungry and you gave
me food, | was thirsty and you gave me drink, a
stranger and you welcomed me, naked and you
clothed me, ill and you cared for me, in prison and
you visited me” (Mt 25:35-36). “Whatever you did for
one of these least brothers of mine, you did for

me” (Mt. 25:25:40).

That is our calling—to be doers of the Word. John the
Baptist was one. He prayed. He fasted. He did good
things for people. Sure, he was gruff. But he spoke the
honest truth. He was a man of integrity. And he was
righteous. That made him the best witness ever. That
made him believable. That made people want to be-
lieve in his message—because they could see he lived
it and he believed in it with all his heart. The question
is this...Can you do that? Can you prepare the way for
Jesus--so that everyone can see that you live in Jesus
and you believe in Jesus--with all your heart? Can you
love Jesus and live in Jesus even when you are suffer-
ing...even when it feels like He doesn’t hear your pray-
ers...even when it feels like He doesn’t love you? In all
honesty, that wasn’t meant to be a question. You
know the answer. You have to do it. You have to do it
for your salvation. And that is the greatest Christmas
gift you could ever give God—to love God even when
you don’t feel like it. But it doesn’t end there. You
have another calling. You have a calling to help others
get prepared for Jesus. How? By doing what John the
Baptist did. Live your life in a way that says “Prepare
the way of the Lord.” How are you going to do that?
By sharing your faith with others. And by doing acts of
kindness, love, repentance, and forgiving people. And
that, will be the greatest Christmas gift you can ever
give to God.
