Nuestra Misién - Nosotros, como miembros de la Iglesia de Nuestra
Sefiora del Desierto, con la direccion de Nuestra Madre Maria, somos
una comunidad de creencia en Jesus Cristo, que tenemos la mision de
hacer su evangelio vivo en nuestra parroquia y en el mundo.

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Jesus is telling us: “Do not think that | have come

to abolish the law or the prophets; | have come not
to abolish but to fulfill.” What does that mean? It
means we are no longer going to follow a law that is
a set of written rules. Now we are going to follow
the law of the Holy Spirit that is already written in
our hearts.

How? God gives us the power—the power of grace.
The power of God’s grace will transform us into a
completely new person. And then we will live in a
new consciousness of God’s will. And God’s grace
will fill us with the power of preventative holiness.
What is preventative holiness? Preventative holi-
ness is living a life that is so holy it protects us from
breaking God’s commandments. How can we live
that kind of life? By living in the law of the Holy
Spirit that is already written in our hearts. Jesus is
telling us, this is what we have to do if we really
want to fulfill God’s commandments about murder,
adultery, and lies. In order to fulfill the command-
ment not to commit murder, we have to eliminate
anger in our heart (Mt. 5:21-26). What should we do
when we get angry at someone? Is there preventa-
tive holiness for anger? Yes there is. We need to ask
God for the grace to overcome anger and to forgive.
Then we need to act like we already have grace, and
pray for the person who offended us and fgorgive
them. We forgive them if we stop wanting revenge
and we wish t%em well.

In order to fulfill the commandment not to commit
adultery, we have to avoid lust in our heart

(Mt. 5:27-32). Is there preventative holiness for
lust? Yes there is. It means we have to get creative
and avoid lust before it happens. We have to avoid
putting ourselves in a situation that may cause us to
lust. We have to avoid porn sites on our computer
and porn magazines in stores. What if lustful
thoughts come anyway? Then we need to ask God
for the grace so they will just pass through us
without affecting us. And every time a lustful
thought comes into our head, we should pray an
Our Father. In order to fulfill the commandment
not to tell lies, we have to eliminate dishonesty in
our heart (Mt. 5:33-37). Is there preventative holi-
ness for dishonesty? Yes there is. We have to be-
come persons of integrity. As painful as it may be,
our “yes” has to mean “yes,” and our “no” has to
mean “no.” As a disciple, we have to always speak
the truth, without adding to it, and without remain-
ing silent when it needs to be told. Jesus also said “If
your right eye causes you to sin, tear it out,” and “if
your right hand causes you to sin, cut it off.” What
does that mean? It means that just like a doctor
might remove an infected organ in order to save the
life of the whole body, so we must be ready to cut
off and tear out anything that causes us to sin in
order to save our soul.

La santidad preventiva es vivir una vida tan santa que
nos protege de romper los mandamientos de Dios.
¢Cémo podemos vivir ese tipo de vida? Al vivir la ley
del Espiritu Santo, que ya estd escrita dentro nuestros
corazones. Jesus nos esta diciendo que esto es

lo que tenemos que hacer si de veras queremos
cumplir con los mandamientos de Dios de no matar,
no cometer adulterio, y no mentir. Para cumplir con el
mandamiento de no matar, tenemos que quitar la ira
de nuestro corazén (Mt. 5:21-26). ¢Qué debemos hacer
cuando nos enojamos con alguien? ¢Hay santidad
preventiva para la ira? Si lo hay. Tenemos que pedirle a
Dios por la gracia para vencer la ira y para perdonar.
Entonces tenemos que actuar como si ya tenemos la
gracia, y orar por la persona que nos ofendié y perdo-
narlos. Les perdonamos si ya no queremos venganza y
les deseamos lo mejor.

Para cumplir con el mandamiento de no cometer
adulterio, tenemos que evitar la lujuria en nuestro
corazén (Mt. 5:27-32). ¢Hay santidad preventiva

para la lujuria? Si lo hay. Significa que tenemos que ser
creativos y evitar la lujuria antes de que ocurra.
Tenemos que evitar poniéndonos en una situacion que
pueda causar la lujuria. Tenemos que evitar

sitios pornograficos en la computadora y revistas por-
nograficas en las tiendas. ¢ Qué si vienen comoquiera
los pensamientos lujuriosos? Entonces tenemos que
pedirle a Dios por la gracia para que los pensamientos
solamente pasen por nosotros sin afectarnos. Y cada
vez que un pensamiento lujurioso entra en nuestra
cabeza, debemos rezar un Padre Nuestro. Para cumplir
con el mandamiento de no decir mentiras, tenemos
gue quitar la deshonestidad en nuestro corazén

(Mt. 5:33-37). ¢Hay santidad preventiva para la
deshonestidad? Si lo hay. Tenemos que convertirnos en
personas integras. Por doloroso que sea, tenemos que
decir "si" cuando es si, y “no,” cuando es no. Como
discipulo, siempre tenemos que decir la verdad, sin
agregarle mas, y sin quedarnos cayados cuando hay
gue hablar. Jesus también dijo: "Si tu ojo derecho es
para ti ocasidn de pecado, arrancate y tiralo lejos,” y "si
tu mano derecha es para ti ocasién de pecado, cortate-
la." ¢Qué significa eso? Significa que asi como un doc-
tor puede cortar y arrancar un drgano infectado para
salvar la vida de todo el cuerpo, también nosotros te-
nemos que estar listos para cortar y arrancar todo lo
que nos hace pecar para salvar nuestra alma.
