Nuestra Misién - Nosotros, como miembros de la Iglesia de Nuestra
Sefiora del Desierto, con la direccion de Nuestra Madre Maria, somos
una comunidad de creencia en Jesus Cristo, que tenemos la mision de
hacer su evangelio vivo en nuestra parroquia y en el mundo.

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Can we overcome temptation like Jesus did?
Yes we can. But we need a new plan. We need a
new plan to overcome sin and it will consist of 3
steps.
Step 1 We need Preparation: We cannot fight temp-
tation on our own. Jesus was so madly in love with
God he trusted comﬁletely in God’s mercy and com-
Eassion. And through God’s mercy and compassion
e received the power of the Holy Spirit that gave
him strength, wisdom, courage, and self-control.
How can we do that? We need to fall madly in love
with God. We can do it by receiving God’s grace
when we do acts of mercy—fasting, almsgiving, and
praying.
We can do it by receiving God’s grace when we
receive the sacraments, especially Holy Communion
and Confession. We saw how Jesus answered the
devil 3 times by quoting Deuteronomy. That means
we need to study and meditate on God’s word to
ive us strength and to grow in our awareness of
ow the devil might tempt us. And we need to ask
God to help us recognize when we are being
tempted.
Step 2 We need to Commit to not sin: We have to
commit ourselves and make it our goal to not sin.
Step 3 We need a Plan for Temptation: God always
gives us an escape hatch. So sometimes the best
thing we can do is to plan to run from temptation.
We need to get away from the thing that is bringing
us temptation. When we get on board a plane, the
first thing we learn is where the emergency exits
are. In the same way, we have to plan our emergen-
cy exits to escape temptation. We need to plan to
avoid movies, books, magazines, friends, parties,
alcohol, drugs, and web sites that put temptation
into our mind.
In other words, we should also have a plan to resist
temptation. How can we resist temptation? By
keeping the eyes of our heart always fixed on Jesus.
How can we do that?
Maybe we can learn something from a story about a
dog. His master used to put a piece of meat on
ground, and he would say to the dog, “Don’t eat
that.” But the dog would run over and eat it. So he
would hit the dog. After doing that several times,
the dog finally got the message: eat meat, get hit.
So the dog decided he would not eat the meat. How
did he do that? He stopped looking at the meat. The
dog felt if he looked at the meat, the temptation to
disobey would be too great. So he stayed looking
ﬁnly at his master’s face and never took his eyes off
im.
That is the way temptation works. As long as we
keep staring at it our desire will keep growing until
we cannot resist it. Instead, we have to keep looking
only at our master: Jesus Christ’s face and never
take our eyes off him—by fasting, almsgiving and
prayer.

Podemos superar la tentaciéon como lo hizo Jesus?

Si se puede. Pero necesitamos un plan nuevo.
Necesitamos un plan nuevo para superar el pecado

y va a tener 3 pasos.

Paso 1 Necesitamos Preparacién: No podemos luchar
contra la tentacién por nuestra cuenta. Jesus estaba
tan locamente enamorado de Dios que confiaba com-
pletamente en la misericordia y la compasién de Dios. Y
a través de la misericordia y de la compasién de Dios,
recibio el poder del Espiritu Santo que le dio la fuerza,
la sabiduria, el valor, y el dominio de si mismo. ¢Como
podemos hacer lo mismo? Tenemos que caer locamen-
te enamorados de Dios.

Podemos hacerlo cuando recibimos la gracia de Dios al
hacer actos de misericordia-el ayuno, la limosna y la
oracion. Podemos hacerlo cuando recibimos la gracia
de Dios al recibir los sacramentos, especialmente la
Sagrada Comunidn y la Confesién. Vimos cdmo Jesus le
respondio el diablo 3 veces citando el Deuteronomio.
Eso significa que tenemos que estudiar y meditar en la
Palabra de Dios para fortalecernos y alimentarnos para
reconocer como el diablo nos puede tentar. Y tenemos
que pedirle a Dios que nos ayude a reconocer la tenta-
cion.

Paso 2 Necesitamos comprometernos a no pecar:
Tenemos que comprometernos y hacerlo nuestro
objetivo no pecar.

Paso 3 Necesitamos un Plan para la Tentacién: Dios
siempre nos da una puerta de escape. Por eso a veces
lo mejor que podemos hacer es planear para escapar-
nos de la tentacion. Tenemos que alejarnos de lo que
nos trae la tentacion. Cuando bordamos un avion, lo
primero que aprendemos es donde estan las salidas de
emergencia. De la misma manera, hay que planear las
salidas de emergencia para escapar de la tentacion.
Hay que planear para evitar las peliculas, libros, revis-
tas, amigos, fiestas, alcohol, drogas, y los sitios web
que nos traen la tentacion.

Es decir, también hay que tener un plan para resistir la
tentacion. ¢Codmo podemos resistir la tentacion? Al
mantener los ojos de nuestro corazén siempre fijos en
Jesus. ¢COmo podemos hacer eso?

Tal vez podamos aprender algo de la historia de un
perro. Su maestro solia poner un pedazo de carne en el
suelo, y le decia al perro: "No comas eso." Pero el perro
saltaba corriendo y se lo tragaba. Asi que le dio un ma-
nazo al perro. Después de hacerlo varias veces, por fin
el perro entendié el mensaje: si como la carne, me dan
un manazo. Asi que el perro decidié que no iba a comer
la carne. ¢Como lo hizo? Dejé de mirar a la carne. El
perro pensd que, si miraba a la carne, la tentacién de
desobedecer seria demasiado grande. Asi que se quedd
mirando sélo a la cara de su maestro y no quitaba los
ojos de encima.
Asi funciona la tentacién. Mientras seguimos mirando-
la, nuestro deseo sigue creciendo hasta que ya no
podemos resistir. En vez, tenemos que quedarnos
mirando solo la cara de nuestro maestro, Jesucristo sin
quitar los ojos de encima--a través de el ayuno, la
limosna vy la oracion.
