We are the salt of the earth and the light of the 
world.  
How can we become the salt of the earth? Basically, 
we have to become like Jesus Christ. How can we do 
that? We have to open our heart and let Jesus fill 
our heart with his love and grace. And if we let Jesus 
fill our heart with love, it will flow out to anyone we 
meet. If we can do this, we will make people thirsty 
for Jesus Christ. Why? Because people need what 
we have and people want what we have. We have 
the answers for the world. We have the hope for 
the world. Let them see what we do and say: “Wow! 
Jesus really loves me. If Jesus is like you, then I  
believe in Jesus.” 
How can we become the light of the world? By light-
tesƟfying. That means, like a light, we need to share 
our faith so it guides people to Jesus Christ. Let’s 
guide them to Jesus Christ by illuminaƟng the path-
way to an encounter with Jesus Christ in us. How? 
By proclaiming the Good News. Proclaim what Good 
News? That Jesus Christ suffered and died for our 
sins and rose on the third day. If we repent of our 
sins, our sins will be forgiven. If we open our hearts, 
our hearts will be empowered by God’s love and 
grace. And with God’s love and grace we can over-
come sin, we can love our neighbor, we can endure 
our suffering, and we can achieve salvaƟon. This is 
tremendous Good News!    
I know what you must be thinking: Do I really have 
to talk about Jesus Christ? Isn’t it enough if I give 
witness by doing good works? And I know where 
that comes from. In a polite society we don’t talk 
about poliƟcs and religion. But Jesus was not polite 
and Jesus does not want us to be polite. Jesus was 
very clear. We have to talk about him and we have 
to talk about our faith. Jesus said our light must 
shine before others, that they may see our good 
deeds and glorify our heavenly father. The only way 
people are going to glorify our heavenly father is if 
we talk about him.  
Maybe... Let’s begin by talking among each other—
among us disciples. Let’s talk about what Jesus 
Christ has done for us and what He keeps doing for 
us in our lives. Let’s talk about the joys, the strug-
gles and the difficulƟes we experienced on our faith 
journey to encounter Jesus Christ. If talking this way 
becomes a habit, then we will have that habit when-
ever we talk with anyone else.  
And I think I have another idea. There may be an-
other way to begin. The prophet Isaiah said some-
thing in the first reading that got my aƩenƟon. If we 
feed the hungry; if we shelter the homeless; If we 
cloth the naked, and if we don’t turn our backs on 
anyone who needs us, then God will give us the 
power to endure our suffering and our prayers will 
be answered (Isa. 58:7-10). Is that possible?  
That means when we help others, we help ourselves 
in our suffering, our prayers, and our salvaƟon. That 
also means when we renew our lives, God renews 
the world through us.

Porque la gente necesita lo que te-
nemos y la gente quieren lo que tenemos. Tenemos la 
solución para el mundo. Tenemos la esperanza para el 
mundo. Que vean lo que hacemos y digan: "¡Guau! Jesús 
de veras me quiere. Si Jesús es como tú, yo creo en  
Jesús." 
¿Cómo podemos converƟrnos en la luz del mundo? Por el 
tesƟmonio de luz. Eso quiere decir, que como una luz, 
tenemos que comparƟr de nuestra fe para guiar a la gen-
te hacia Jesucristo. Vamos a guiarlos hacia Jesucristo ilu-
minando el camino hacia el encuentro con Jesucristo a 
través de nosotros. ¿Cómo? Al proclamar las Buenas  
Nuevas. Proclamar cuales buenas nuevas? Que Jesucristo 
sufrió y murió por nuestros pecados y resucitó al tercer 
día. Si nos arrepenƟmos de nuestros pecados, nuestros 
pecados serán perdonados. Si abrimos nuestros corazo-
nes, nuestros corazones se van a llenar con el poder de el 
amor y la gracia de Dios. Y con el amor y la gracia de Dios, 
podemos vencer el pecado, podemos amar a nuestro pró-
jimo, podemos aguantar el sufrimiento, y podemos alcan-
zar la salvación. Que tremendas estas Buenas Nuevas! 
Yo sé lo que están pensando: ¿De veras tengo que hablar 
de Jesucristo? ¿No es suficiente si doy tesƟgo en hacer 
buenas obras? Y sé de dónde viene ese pensamiento. En 
una sociedad de cortés, no se habla de las políƟcas o la 
religión. Pero Jesús no fue cortés y Jesús no quiere que 
seamos cortés. Jesús fue muy claro. Tenemos que hablar 
de él y tenemos que hablar de nuestra fe. Jesús dijo que 
nuestra luz Ɵene que brillar ante los hombres, para que 
viendo nuestras buenas obras, den gloria a nuestro padre, 
que está en los cielos. La única manera en que los hom-
bres van a dar gloria a nuestro padre va ser si hablamos 
de él.  
Quizás… Vamos a empezar hablando entre nosotros--los 
discípulos. Vamos hablar de lo que Jesucristo ha hecho 
por nosotros y lo que sique haciendo por nosotros en la 
vida. Vamos a hablar de las alegrías, las luchas y las difi-
cultades que experimentamos en nuestro camino de fe 
rumbo al encuentro con Jesucristo. Si hablando así se con-
vierte en un habito, entonces tendremos ese habito cuan-
do hablamos con cualquier otra persona.   
Y creo que tengo otra idea. Hay otra manera de empezar. 
El profeta Isaías dijo algo en la primera lectura que me 
llamó la atención. Si damos de comer los hambrientos; si 
damos techo a los que no Ɵenen casa; si damos ropa a los 
desnudos; y si no damos la espalda a los que nos necesi-
tan; entonces Dios no da el poder para aguantar el sufri-
miento y nuestras oraciones serán contestadas  
(Isaías 58: 7-10). Sera posible?  
Eso quiere decir que cuando ayudamos a los demás, nos 
ayudamos a si mismos con el sufrimiento, con las  
oraciones, y con la salvación. Eso también quiere decir 
que cuando renovamos nuestras vidas, Dios renueva el 
mundo a través de nosotros.
