Nuestra Misién - Nosotros, como miembros de la Iglesia de Nuestra
Sefiora del Desierto, con la direccion de Nuestra Madre Maria, somos
una comunidad de creencia en Jesus Cristo, que tenemos la mision de
hacer su evangelio vivo en nuestra parroquia y en el mundo. Viviendo
su evangelio, ayudamos a formar una sociedad con mayor respecto a
la vida humana, a la economia y justicia al ambiente, diversidad
cultural, y la solidaridad global, de modo que construyamos una iglesia
donde todos se sientan bienvenidos con felicidad y salvacion.
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Why was Jesus baptized? John the Baptist tried to
talk Jesus out of it. “l need to be baptized by you,
and yet you are coming to me?” (Mt. 3:14). Jesus
came to be baptized—to identify with us sinners
whom he was now about to save by washing away
our sins. But | think God also wanted us to get bap-
tized. Jesus said to John: “Allow it now, for thus it is
fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.” What did
that mean? It meant it was part of God’s plan for
our salvation—to make us right with God.

So it was God’s will that Jesus should become the
model for our repentance and the forgiveness of
sins. Like everything Jesus does, He does it for us.
He was born for us. He suffered for us. He died for
us. He rose for us. He ascended into heaven for us.
And yes, he was baptized for us. That means Jesus’
baptism is our baptism. Does that mean what hap-
pened at Jesus’ baptism also happened at our bap-
tism? Did you hear what happened? The heavens
were opened up for him. That means a revelation
of God. The Holy Spirit of God descended like a dove
upon him. In the flood narrative a dove stands as a
symbol of a new world. It means Jesus will bring
about a new world. And the Holy Spirit descended
on him to empower him for his ministry. Then God
the Father spoke saying “this is my beloved Son,
with whom | am well pleased.” That was God com-
missioning Jesus as the Messiah. At our baptism,
just like with Jesus, the Holy Spirit came down into
our hearts through the water and words of Baptism.
Just like with Jesus, God the Father spoke at our
baptism saying: “You are my son and daughter,
whom | love. With you | am well pleased.”

And in baptism we were reborn as children of God
with all the rights and privileges of son-ship. We be-
came heirs of heaven and the doors of heaven were
opened to us. Now God our Father’s love pours over
us as he cares for us day after day and he is still say-
ing: “With you | am well-pleased.” Why is God well-
pleased with us? Because when we were baptized
we made a public commitment. For most of us, our
parents made that public commitment for us to do
Gods’ will by continuing the ministry of the Risen
Christ. But even if our parents made that commit-
ment for us, sooner or later we have to make that
commitment our own if our baptism is going to have
any meaning at all and we want to achieve salva-
tion.

And so today, on the feast day of the Baptism of Je-
sus we are going to recommit ourselves in baptism
to become disciples of the Resurrection who will
continue the ministry of the Risen Christ. What is
the ministry of the Risen Christ we are going to re-
commit ourselves into? We are going to recommit
ourselves to bring our faith, hope, and love into the
world by our active love for God. An active love for
God means loving God by loving others. And this will
transform us and this will transform society.

éPor qué se bautizo Jesus? Juan el Bautista traté de
desanimarlo. "Yo soy quien debe ser bautizado por ti,
y tu vienes a que yo te bautice? (Mt. 03:14). bautizo
Jesus se bautizd --para identificarse con nosotros los
pecadores, quien el iba salvar en quitarnos los peca-
dos. Pero creo gue Dios también quiso que fuéramos
bautizados. Jesus le dijo a Juan: "Haz ahora lo que te
digo, porque es necesario que asi cumplamos todo lo
qgue Dios quiere.” ¢ Qué significaba eso? Significaba
que era parte del plan de Dios para nuestra salva-
cion—para hacernos rectos con Dios.

Por eso Dios quiso que fuéramos bautizados. Fue la
voluntad de Dios que Jesus se convierta en el modelo
para nuestro arrepentimiento y el perdén de los
pecados. Como todo lo que hace Jesus, lo hace por
nosotros. Nacié por nosotros. Sufrié por nosotros.
Murié por nosotros. Resucito por nosotros. Ascendi6
al cielo por nosotros. Y también fue bautizado por
nosotros.

Eso significa que el bautismo de Jesus es nuestro
bautismo. ¢Significa eso que lo que pasé en el
bautismo de Jesus también pasd en nuestro
bautismo? ¢ Oiste lo que pasd? Se le abrieron los
cielos.

Eso quiere decir que fue una revelacion de Dios.

El Espiritu Santo de Dios se descendié como una
paloma sobre él. En la historia de la inundacién, la
paloma fue simbolo de un nuevo mundo. Quiere
decir que Jesus iba traer un nuevo mundo. Y el
Espiritu Santo descendid sobre él para empoderarlo
para su ministerio. Entonces Dios Padre hablé dicien-
do "este es mi Hijo muy amado, en quien tengo mis
complacencias.” Eso fue Dios comisionandolo como
Mesias.

En nuestro bautismo, asi como con Jesus, el Espiritu
Santo descendid a nuestros corazones por el agua y
las palabras del Bautismo.

Ahora el amor de
nuestro Dios Padre se derrama sobre nosotros mien-
tras nos cuida dia tras dia, y sigue diciendo: "Contigo
estoy complacido." éPor qué Dios esta complacido
con nosotros?

Porque cuando fuimos bautizados hicimos un com-
promiso publico. Para la mayoria de nosotros,
nuestros padres hicieron ese compromiso publico
para nosotros, para que hagamos la voluntad de Dios
al continuar el ministerio de Jesucristo resucitado.
Pero aunque nuestros padres hicieron ese compro-
miso para nosotros, tarde o temprano tenemos que
hacerlo nuestro compromiso, si nuestro bautismo va
tener sentido y queremos alcanzar la salvacion.

Y por eso hoy, en el dia que celebramos el Bautismo
de Jesus, vamos a comprometernos de nuevo en el
bautismo para convertirnos en discipulos de la
Resurreccién para continuar el ministerio de Jesucris-
to resucitado. ¢Qué es el ministerio de Cristo
resucitado en que nos vamos a comprometer?
Vamos a comprometernos para traer nuestra fe,
esperanza y amor al mundo con nuestro amor activo
para Dios. Un amor activo para Dios, es amar a Dios
en amar a los demas. Y eso nos va a transformar y va
a transformar la sociedad.
