and environmental justice, cultural diversity, and global solidarity, so
that we will build a church where everyone feels welcome and through
it will find happiness and salvation.

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Jesus is on his way to Jerusalem. He meets ten
lepers on the road. In those days people believed
leprosy was God’s punishment for your personal
sins. You were no longer a child of God. You had to
be excluded from the community. It was like being
in hell, because you were cut off from God and you
were cut off from the people you love.

What does Jesus do? He sends the ten lepers off
saying “Go show yourselves to the priests.” In that
instant, the lepers know they are heading off to get
official confirmation that their punishment has
been lifted, that they will be reconciled with God,
and they will be reintegrated back into their com-
munity. That is exactly what happens. On the way...
they discover they have been cleansed!

That is what Jesus does for us. He came to forgive
us from our punishment, to reconcile us with God,
and to reintegrate us back into our community of
disciples. Because Jesus does that, Jesus is God. And
because Jesus is God...God reveals Himself to us in
Jesus. But only one of the Lepers came back to
thank Jesus. And he happens to be the Samaritan.
He returns to Jesus, glorifying God and he falls at
Jesus’ feet, giving thanks. In a sense, he is offering
his life...as a gift of “thank you” to Jesus. Jesus says
“Stand up and go, your faith has saved you.”
Something incredible just happened. A change just
happened. And that change means the leper is
saved. What was that change? The leper allowed
Jesus to love him. The leper allowed Jesus to
change him. And now the leper is giving that love
back to Jesus. Why? Because the best way to say
‘thank you” is to live the “thank you” for Jesus.
That is our message for today. We have to get it
and then we have to give it. We have to receive the
love from Jesus and then we have to give it away.
We have to allow Jesus to love us...to take away our
sins. We have to allow Jesus to change us in the
sacrament of the Holy Eucharist in this mass. By
putting His body into our body...by putting His
blood into our blood...and by putting His soul into
our soul. That has got to change us—and you know
it. And then we have to give all that love back to
Jesus. We have to give everything back to Jesus.
How? By living our “thank you” for Jesus. Pope
Francis said it best in his Holy Mass with the New
Cardinals (2013): “I urge you to serve Jesus crucified
in every person who is [excluded and rejected], for
whatever reason; to see the Lord in every excluded
person who is hungry, thirsty, naked; to see the
Lord present even in those who have lost their
faith, or turned away from the practice of their
faith, or say that they are atheists; to see the Lord
who is imprisoned, sick, unemployed, persecuted;
to see the Lord in the leper—whether in body or
soul—who encounters discrimination! We will not
find the Lord unless we truly accept the
marginalized!”
