The disciples beg Jesus: “increase our faith!” How does 
Jesus respond? Jesus responds with a truly strange  
answer:  “If you have faith the size of a mustard seed, 
you would say to this mulberry tree, ‘Be uprooted and 
planted in the sea,’ and it would obey you.”  
In other words, even if we have the smallest amount of 
faith, we can do the impossible! But none of us can get 
trees to obey our commands. Does that mean we do not 
have enough faith? It gets worse. Jesus says no maƩer 
how much faith you do have, you have to realize you are 
a useless servant. And just to drive that point home,  
Jesus asks the disciples a quesƟon: Suppose you have a 
servant who is obligated to work a double duty—to 
work in the field and then come home and make you 
dinner.  If that is what you commanded your servant to 
do, isn’t that his obligaƟon? He has not done anything 
special.  
It is the same way for us. When we do what God com-
mands us--as his servants—as his disciples--isn’t that our 
obligaƟon anyway? We haven’t done anything special. 
So we shouldn’t let it go to our heads. Remember, we 
really are useless if it wasn’t for the giŌs and grace God 
has given us. But because God has given us that—and 
because we are uƩerly dependent on God--we aren’t 
useless to God anymore. I think Jesus is commanding us 
to become his saints. A priest once asked some children 
in Sunday School “what is a saint?” The children remem-
bered the saints on the stained glass windows. So they 
said: “Saints are people through whom the light shines.” 
How true. Saints do not point to themselves. They point 
to God. God is revealed in their lives. They do not call 
aƩenƟon to themselves but to God. They do not aƩrib-
ute accomplishments to themselves but to God. It has to 
be the same way with us. So this is the boƩom line: It 
doesn’t maƩer the amount of faith we have. We can 
transform our faith into real faith—the kind of faith that 
can do the impossible. How? Don’t give up on God. SƟr 
up your faith so it becomes a burning flame for Jesus. 
SƟr up your faith because even if the world sees you as a 
useless servant—like Jesus on that cross—to Jesus you 
are no longer a useless servant. To Jesus you are His dis-
ciple. So do what a disciple should do. Do what Jesus 
commands you. Even if you feel like you do not have any 
faith—and this is the key—act like you have it. Encoun-
ter Jesus in this mass when you put His body and His 
blood into your body and your blood. Even if you don’t 
feel anything, believe me… it will transform you. So act 
like it. Then walk through those doors into a world of 
darkness and despair. Incarnate Jesus…bring Him to life! 
Give life to what is already inside of you by caring for the 
poor, caring for the needy, feeding the hungry, clothing 
naked, visiƟng the sick, the lonely, and those in prison. 
And if you can’t do that—then contribute your prayers 
and contribute financially so that we can all do it togeth-
er—as the body of Christ—as a community of disciples--
in our ministries.  

Los discípulos le piden a Jesús: "!Auméntanos la fe." 
¿Cómo responde Jesús? Jesús responde con una  
respuesta de veras extraña: "Si tuvieran fe, aunque fuera 
tan pequeña como una semilla de mostaza, podrían decir 
a ese árbol frondoso: ‘Arráncate de raíz y plántate en el 
mar’, y los obedecería.”  
Eso quiere decir, que aunque tengamos la menor canƟ-
dad de fe, podemos hacer lo imposible! Pero ninguno de 
nosotros podemos hacer que los árboles obedezcan a 
nuestras órdenes. ¿Eso quiere decir que no tenemos  
suficiente fe? Se pone peor. Jesús dice que no importa la 
canƟdad de fe que Ɵenes, tu Ɵenes que realizar que nos 
eres mas que un siervo inúƟl. 
Y para fortalecer ese punto, Jesús les pide a los discípulos 
una pregunta: Suponga que Ɵenes un servidor que está 
obligado a trabajar doble funciones--trabajar en el  
campo y luego volver a casa y hacerte la comida. Si eso 
fue lo que le mandaste a tu siervo que haga, no es eso su 
obligación? Él no ha hecho nada especial. 
Es lo mismo para nosotros. Cuando hacemos lo que Dios 
nos manda - como sus servidores--como sus discípulos - 
¿no es eso nuestra obligación de todos modos? No he-
mos hecho nada especial. Así que no debemos dejar que 
nos suba a la cabeza. Recordemos, que de veras seriamos 
inúƟles si no fuera por los dones y la gracia que Dios nos 
ha dado. Pero debido a que Dios nos ha dado eso--y por-
que somos completamente dependientes de Dios – ya no 
somos inúƟles para Dios. Creo que Jesús quiere que nos 
convirtamos en sus santos. Una vez un sacerdote les  
preguntó a unos niños en la escuela dominical "que es un 
santo?" Los niños se acordaron de los santos que veían 
en las ventanas de la iglesia. Asi que dijeron: "Los santos 
son personas que a través de ellos, brilla la luz." Es cierto. 
Los santos no se apuntan a sí mismos. Apuntan a Dios. 
Dios se revela en sus vidas. No llaman la atención sobre sí 
mismos, sino a Dios. No atribuyen logros para sí mismos, 
sino a Dios. Tiene que ser de la misma manera con  
nosotros.  
Así que este es el resultado final: No importa la canƟdad 
de fe que tenemos. Podemos converƟr nuestra fe en la fe 
verdadera—el Ɵpo de fe que puede hacer lo imposible. 
¿Cómo? No renuncies a Dios. Despierta tu fe para que se 
convierta en una llama ardiente por Jesucristo.  Despierta 
tu fe, porque aunque el mundo te vea como si fueras un 
siervo inúƟl--como Jesús en la cruz-para Jesús nunca se-
rás un siervo inúƟl. Para Jesús tu eres su discípulo. Enton-
ces has lo que debe hacer un discípulo. Has lo que Jesús 
de manda hacer. Aunque sientas como si no Ɵenes fe—y 
esto es la clave—actúa como si la tuvieras.  
Ten un encuentro con Jesús en esta misa cuando pones 
su cuerpo y su sangre en tu cuerpo y tu sangre. Aunque 
no sientas nada, créeme …te va a transformar.  
Por lo tanto, actúa como si lo fuera. Luego, camina a  
través de esas puertas a un mundo de oscuridad y  
desesperación.  
Encarna a Jesús…dale vida! Dale vida a lo que ya está 
dentro de Ɵ, al cuidar a los pobres, al cuidar a los necesi-
tados, al alimentar a los hambrientos, al vesƟr a los des-
nudos, al visitar a los enfermos, los que están solos, y los 
presos.
