Non-believers use all their efforts and possessions to
satisfy their desires; even when their desires are for the
false earthly rewards of fame, wealth, and pleasure.
Why not use all our efforts and possessions to satisfy a
higher reward: the treasures of heaven.

The dishonest manager committed himself completely
to be like his master who was rich in earthly posses-
sions. Maybe we can commit ourselves completely to be
like our master Jesus, who is rich in heavenly
possessions. And what are the possessions Jesus gave us
to serve God? They are gifts and graces, both material
and spiritual. They may be land or money, talents or in-
telligence, friends or opportunities, grace, faith, or gifts
of the Holy Spirit, and even our very own existence.
They are all gifts from God and Jesus. Why? Because
they trust us, not to use any way we want, but to use
them to serve God by loving God and loving our
neighbor.

How can we use these gifts and graces to love God and
our neighbor? We have to put on a new attitude.

The new attitude is this: Our purpose in life is to love
others. That’s it. Our purpose in life is to love others.

So parents, your new purpose in life is to love your chil-
dren. Children, your new purpose in life is to love your
parents. Everyone here, your new purpose in life is to
love everyone you meet, hour by hour, and day by day.
Each and every day opportunities arise in which we must
choose between doing something for ourselves or doing
something for someone else. Today all that changes.
From now on we will always choose to do something for
someone else. We will share our gifts with others, and
we will use our gifts to help others.
