This month [ wanted to give you all answers and insights on what is going on at the old Historical Society on
209 W. Pike Street along St. Rt. 274!

The Village and Jackson Center Community Improvement Corporation (CIC) purchased 209 W. Pike Street (Old
Historical Society Museum) for the purpose of providing a Daycare Facility. The Jackson Center CIC is currently
renovating the building to accommodate for the new Daycare Center. In addition to the Village and CIC, this project is
also sponsored by Airstream, Shelby County Commissioners, and Plastipak Packaging who is helping support the kick-
start to this program to make it possible!!
