All archers must be aﬃliated to Archery GB and numbers to be listed on the entry form, Archery GB cards must be shown when registering.

In compliance with Archery GB Protection of children and vulnerable adult policy, anybody wishing to take photographs at this event must register with the tournament organiser on arrival. No unauthorized photography will be permitted.

Competitors at this shoot may be liable for drugs testing and must comply if approached to give samples. If they refuse, that refusal will be treated as a positive result. Written consent must be provided to juniors by a parent / guardian signing the entry form.

Standard GNAS insurance cover is in place.

This entry form must be signed by a parent or guardian on behalf of the juniors to signify their consent to their child being tested if approach.
