Round Details:

21 March 2026 – Frostbite Round: We are looking to understand the level of interest in running a monthly frostbite round throughout the winter 26/27 season so if the cold wet weather doesn’t put you off we will have hot drinks and bacon butties available to warm you up. 

 A Frostbite round is fixed at 30m, on an 80cm target face, 3 dozen (6 ends or 36) arrows and 10 zone scoring.
Please note this shoot will start later than normal Assembly at 10:30 with Sighters at 11:00

18 April 2026 - WA900 Round: A shorter shoot to get everyone back outdoors and refresh several sight marks or to push for that next longest distance on a shorter round.

A WA900 round is a maximum distance of 60m meters, however you are free to shoot whatever distance you feel comfortable with and there are shorter or longer distances that can be shot should you wish. 

It consists of 3 distances all on 122cm target face, shot longest to shortest with 2.5 dozen (5 ends or 30) arrows shot at each distance and 10 zone scoring as this is a Metric round.

09 May 2026  - Windsor Round: We hold this ahead of the upcoming Lincolnshire County Archery Society ‘County Windsor’ which is held each year, so that people can get some practice in beforehand!

A Windsor round is a maximum distance is 60 yards, however you are free to shoot whatever distance you feel comfortable with there are shorter and longer distances that can be shot should you wish.

It consists of 3 distances all on 122cm target face, shot longest to shortest with 3 dozen (6 ends or 36) arrows shot at each distance and 5 zone scoring as this is an Imperial round. 

07 June 2026 – Silver Spoon Club Team Trophy:
Open to all LCAS Club Teams. Team is to consist of 4 persons, which must contain a minimum of; 1 Recurve, 1 Compound, 1 Longbow / Barebow, 1 Lady or Junior, a maximum of 1 team member in the 50+ category, Team archers will shoot age related distances (inc. 50+). 

All points summed from the team to decide the winning team. The Silver Spoon Team trophy is a very nice silver rose bowl, which the winning team can engrave.

This is held ahead of the LCAS ‘County Outdoor Championships’ to get some last minute sight marks.

A York round is a maximum distance of 100 yards however you are free to shoot whatever distance you feel comfortable with, there are shorter and longer distances that can be shot should you wish but will not form part of the ‘Team Score’.

It consists of 3 distances all on 122cm target face, shot longest to shortest with 6 dozen (12 ends or 72) arrows shot at the longest distance, 4 dozen (8 ends or 48) arrows shot at the middle distance and 2 dozen (4 ends or 24) arrows shot at the shortest distance with 5 zone scoring as this is an Imperial round. 

04 July 2026 – WA Field 12 Unmarked Round: After last years positive feedback, this event is to showcase other archery disciplines, as an introduction to field archery where guidance and support will be given on the day, with the opportunity to shoot some 3D targets as well. It is also intended as a bit of a more relaxed environment for all members to try different archery styles with no serious competitive aspect, with a few fun ends.

25 July 2026 – WA1440 Round: We hold this ahead of the upcoming Lincolnshire County Archery Society ‘County 1440’ which is held each year, so that people can get some practice in beforehand!

A WA1440 round is a maximum distance of 90 meters however you are free to shoot whatever distance you feel comfortable with, there are shorter distances that can be shot should you wish.

It consists of 4 distances the longest 2 are shot on a 122cm target face,  the shorter 2 on an 80cm target face, the round is shot longest to shortest with 3 dozen (6 ends or 36) arrows shot at each distance with 10 zone scoring as this is a Metric round. 

08 August 2026 – Silver Spoon Bowmen Summer Social:  A social afternoon for all Archers across the county where shooting is not the focus there will be a selection of lawn games and a BBQ for a relaxed catch up before the LCAS 1440 the following day; and a few targets will be available should you wish to shoot. 

Starting at 13:00 with a BBQ at 14:00

We are also looking to hold a general public ‘Have a Go’ Stand on the day to promote our club in it’s 51st year, the Lincolnshire County Archery Society and archery across Lincolnshire. Any coaches from across the county that would be wiling to support this please let me know – any coaches supporting will not be charged for the BBQ.

29 August 2026 – St George, Albion and Windsor Rounds: This shoot is being held  ahead of the East Midlands Archery Society Senior Team Intercounty shoot known as the  Thoresby it is open to all so the Lincolnshire archers can get some last minute practice in before the team shoot.

A St George round is a maximum distance is 100 yards, however you are free to shoot whatever distance you feel comfortable with there are shorter distances that can be shot should you wish.

It consists of 3 distances all on 122cm target face, shot longest to shortest with 3 dozen (6 ends or 36) arrows shot at each distance and 5 zone scoring as this is an Imperial round. 

19 September 2026 – Silver Spoon Gherahdi Charity Shoot:
This shoot is in honour of one of the clubs’ departed members and is being held as a handicapped charity shoot, the Warwick round is a shorter event for the end of the outdoor season and a BBQ will be on offer after shooting.

All Proceeds from the day being presented to the Silver Spoon Bowmen’s charity of choice, which was confirmed at our last AGM to be Great Ormand Street.

There is a trophy for Silver Spoon Club members, and Awards to visiting archers will also be given.

This is a handicap event so please ensure you can bring your handicap with you to this event (if known), for Silver Spoon Archers this will be calculated from at least 3 scores from the outdoor season.

A Warwick round is a shorter duration shoot with a BBQ afterwards to wrap up the outdoor season.

A Warwick round is a maximum distance is 60 yards, however you are free to shoot whatever distance you feel comfortable with there are shorter and longer distances that can be shot should you wish.

It consists of 2 distances all on 122cm target face, shot longest to shortest with 2 dozen (4 ends or 24) arrows shot at each distance and 5 zone scoring as this is an Imperial round. 

03 October 2026 – Silver Spoon Bowmen Clout: This event is being put on to showcase other archery disciplines and was not undertaken last year but was requested to be back on our outdoor events, it is an Introduction to Clout with  training and support will be available – however please be aware that we have a limited space availability on the shooting line for this one so get in quick! Its also a last minute chance to get your sight marks in for the EMAS Regional Clout and the National Clout Championships the following weekends.

Membership: All archers must be members of Archery GB, membership numbers to be listed on the entry form, Archery GB cards must be shown when registering. In addition, archers must be affiliated to LCAS for the club shoot.

Photography: anybody wishing to take photographs at this event must register with the tournament organiser on arrival. No unauthorised photography will be permitted. We publish photographs and results to our Facebook page – if you do not wish for your photo/result to be posted, please note this on your entry form.

Drugs Testing:  Competitors at this shoot may be liable for drugs testing and must comply if approached to give samples. If they refuse, that refusal will be treated as a positive result. Written consent must be provided juniors by a parent / guardian signing the entry form 

Liability:  Although every reasonable attempt will be made to ensure archers have an enjoyable visit to Silver Spoon Bowmen cannot accept responsibility for any loss, damage or injury sustained whist competing in or attending this event. Standard AGB/GNAS insurance cover is in place.

Parent:  This entry form must be signed by a parent or guardian on behalf of the juniors to signify their consent to their child being tested if approached. Please note the photography section – please let us know on your entry form if you do not wish for your child’s photographs to be posted onto our social media accounts.

Shooting: Shooting will be as per AGB Method 2, Four archers per boss in two details of two. 6 Arrows in 4 minutes. This may change depending on current rule changes and alternating details will be decided on the day by the tournament organiser.

Promotional Photographs: Photographs will be taken on the day for use on the Silver Spoon Bowmen social media and website along with the L.C.A.S. Website. If you have any objections to your photograph being used, please let the tournament organiser know on the day or on your entry form

WhatsApp: Silver Spoon Bowmen have a WhatsApp group chat where regular club updates and communications are sent through if you wish to be included in this group please let the tournament organiser know on the day and we will happily add you.
