I have been at it again. The newest gadget we 
developed is a LASER light guide that attaches 
to the front of your sewing machine that gives 
you a red line to follow as you sew. This is ideal 
for half square triangles and stitch in the ditch 
or following a plaid. It can be adjusted to shine 
to the left or right of the needle and be removed 
very easily. I collaborated with a local 3D printer 

and we combined our ideas to come 
u p  w i t h  a  v e r y  f u n c t i o n a l  t o o l .  
The laser light guide will slide on the 
Bernina machines and attach with a magnet to 
most all other brands.

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It ’s time to adjust the rates we charge for 
machine service. Last time was in 2020 so it has 
been 6 years.
The increase is about 5% that will take e�ect on 
May 1st, so if you get your machine in before 
then you can save some money. Samples are 
very important to bring with your machine 
when it is acting up. Also keep it threaded and 
include your bobbin and bobbin case and foot 
control. All these clues will help diagnose your 
sewing issues and avoid having to bring it back 
in for the “same problem” because it worked for 
the technician.
