Responsibilities: 

 Participate in the weekly worship coordination process to ensure the promotion of The 
Orchard’s worship values. 

 Recruit, train and lead excellent musicians, vocalists, and volunteer worship leaders, to 
participate on the worship team. 

 Lead midweek music practices. 
 Develop the worship team to regularly produce high-quality, dynamic, and enthusiastic 

worship music consistent with The Orchard’s values. 
 Oversee and develop the media team in support of worship as needed. 
 Serve as the primary contemporary worship leader for respective venue and coordinate 

coverage when not leading the service. 
 Lead Worship services 44 Sundays per year and equip lay leaders to lead 8 Sundays per 

year. 
 Other duties as assigned by the Campus Pastor. These activities may include, but are not 

limited to, assisting with worship planning for special services/events (Holidays and Prayer 
Services) and supporting ministries with worship teams (Awana, Youth Groups, or other 
ministry activities, etc.)
