We 
agreed on less than $95,000 for the purchase. AMEN!!! Now we begin what seems 
like a long process to complete everything with paperwork, money transfers, lawyer 
verifications, etc. Our prayer is to have this process complete by June, so please pray 
along with us! Once we possess ownership, it will be such a blessing to make some 
very needed adjustments to the building and property. THANK YOU for your faithful 
giving- this purchase would not have been made possible without your obedience to 
sacrifice and be faithful to your faith promise. God is using YOU all the way over here 
in Mozambique!  
Since the schools here started back up the first week of March, we had “Notebook & 
Pencil Sunday” at the last of February. That made for a CRAZY Sunday! God blessed 
us with 148 in attendance, 7 teens and 2 kids baptized, and 1 salvation! Praise God! 
That Sunday, we had over 40 on our bus route. We fit about 32 on our 15 passenger 
van, and sent the others on public transportation. Let me tell you, if you enjoy 
adventure and excitement, there is nothing more exciting than God’s work!  
Please pray with us for wisdom with the bus route. We don’t really know whether to 
pray for another bus driver or a bigger bus. First, there is no licensed adult qualified 
to drive. Second, we cannot park a bigger bus at our house, nor would it be safe to 
park it at the church with all the thievery.  
But praise God these problems can be solved through the power of prayer, so please 
PRAY for wisdom!  
One last huge praise is that in the last month, God has provided more faithful and 
mature teen girls to help with nursery! There is an average of 9 toddlers and 3 
babies in nursery on Sunday, so this is a huge answer to prayer!  
One last thing- would YOU yourself consider coming to help us here in Mozambique, 
whether short term or long term? Or do you know of someone who has a heart to 
serve the Lord and to serve others?
