Santa Marta Update

After seeing
the great need for better transportation, we decided to
leave our church bus with the Duartes to use in bringing
these precious children to church. Every week now they
continue to see many ride the bus to church and hear the
gospel. We are praying now about purchasing a second
church bus/van as we now are without one in Rionegro.
