“For the Jews require a sign, and the Greeks seek after wisdom: But we preach Christ crucified, unto the Jews a
stumblingblock, and unto the Greeks foolishness; But unto them which are called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ
the power of God, and the wisdom of God.” I Corinthians 1:22-24.

Praise the Lord, He has given her the gift of hospitality.

“And let us not be weary in well doing: for in due season we shall reap, if we faint not” (Galatians 6:9). We have
been giving out tracts regularly, but have not seen the fruit of our efforts. We will not get discouraged, but it can
be disappointing. “I have planted, Apollos watered; but God gave the increase” (I Corinthians 3:6). Only time and
eternity will tell the results of our labor when Heaven’s harvest is home. Please pray!

Praise the Lord, I am glad that one of the students at the Christian school where 1 speak in chapel every month is
praying about missionary service. Please pray, as we need more missionaries going to the field to replace those
who are coming off the field.

Jesus said, “Verily, verily, 1 say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do also; and
greater works than these shall he do; because I go unto my Father” (John 14:12).
