She wrote that
because of a family member’s health, they are unable to attend our fellowship mectings. With God’s help,
we want to start video recording our monthly Everlasting Nation Fellowship meetings and put them on
the internet. Please pray for this goal.

Please pray for Bob, who is the brother of a friend in our church. Bob is a Gentile who leads a Messianic
worship group that meets on Saturdays (the Jewish Sabbath). Trying to mix law and grace will not work.
Jesus came to fulfill the Law (Matthew 5:17). We worship on Sunday because Jesus rose from the grave
on Sunday, and we rest in Him all seven days of the week. We will continue trying to reach Bob and
others with the gospel. Many Christians have the opportunity to travel for vacation during the summer
months. We always need to make sure we have sound gospel tracts. A good tract has a complete
presentation of the gospel. I would also recommend that your church’s contact information is included
in the tract so the reader can reach you for more information or share their salvation decision with you.
We have good tracts for you to give to Jewish people. Please contact the IBJM office to order some.

Summer is a time when many ministries suffer a decrease in giving. Thankfully, that has not been an
overwhelming problem with our ministry through the years. We are hoping, with God’s blessings, we
will be able to increase our monthly support and build up a reserve in our field fund.
