After much prayer and seeking the Lord’s direction, God has led our family into a new season 
of ministry. Since arriving in Puebla in 2020, God has allowed us to plant Iglesia Bautista 
Esperanza Viva in Puebla and to open Hope House and Hope House for Ladies. We 
rejoice in what God has done and know that they are in good hands of God and our trained 
leaders. All these ministries are continuing on!  

At the same time, the Lord has clearly directed our  
steps to begin working with Pastor Luis Ramos at  
Iglesia Bíblica Bautista in San Luis Potosí  
(6 hrs. north of Puebla). My responsibilities here  
include: 

• Serving in pulpit ministry in church services.  

• Teaching two classes in their thriving Bible College (over 250 students). 

• Helping reach broken marriages and addicts people through Biblical counseling ministry.  

The church in San Luis will be providing our housing, but we will continue to depend on 
monthly support for our remaining living and ministry expenses. Our move took place on 
Monday January 19. The day before, we had a tearful goodbye service with our dear people 
in Puebla, but we rejoice to hear the church there has had good attendance, visitors in 
services, and good leadership from the interim pastor and other leaders.
