Building Project Update – LuAnn Orie, Father Jim Cowles 
● LuAnn, a member of the Building Committee, reported on its recent meeting
● The Committee is looking for someone to chair this project. 
● As a result of the meeting, Canova Peterson agreed to provide recommendations for architects who have experience in designing churches. He will compose a list of about 6-10 companies and we will choose 3-4 of those and invite them to make a presentation to the committee. The committee will select from this group someone who can render Eucharistic chapel and portico drawings based on what we want.  This will to help the committee get an idea of the costs, timelines and other details to bring to the Redeemer community. 
● Fr. Jim had a Zoom meeting this past Monday morning with members of BARC and brought up a number of concerns and they responded. 
● In addition to our potential building project, Redeemer will develop a long-term Master Plan for a vision of Redeemer’s future projects and will include a columbarium. 
● Fr Jim will advise Regina to contact Alex Previtera, director of development and operations for the Catholic Community Foundation to file tax exemptions on all donations coming in for this project.

● Would like to do the Rise Against Hunger event on a yearly basis. 


Finance Report – Tom Grasberger 
● Pretty much on budget for collections in September. Still behind budget for July and August. 
● Investments are doing well and are over $1.5 million.  45% in stocks and the rest in fixed income funds 
● How to fund the building project? Looking at other expenses  like maintenance, renovations, parking lot 
● Waiting on Facilities Committee to give us five year cost projections. 
Pastor’s Report - Fr. Jim Cowles 
● Need a total assessment of the facilities. 
● We need a template on all the things you need to do to make a facilities assessment. 
Purpose of Pastoral Council - Dennis Beeman 
● Dennis posed the question of what the purpose of the Council should be.
