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St Martin de Porres
Feast Day- November 3rd

St. Martin de Porres was born in Lima, Peru, in 1579, the son of
Don Juan de Porres, a Spanish nobleman, and Ana Veldzquez, a
freed Black woman. Because of his mixed race, Martin faced
rejection and prejudice from society and even within his own
family. Despite this, he grew up with deep faith, humility, and a
strong desire to help others.

As a young man, Martin became an apprentice to a barber-
surgeon, where he learned to treat wounds and illnesses. Later, he
joined the Dominican convent in Lima as a helper, performing
simple tasks like cleaning, cooking, and caring for the sick. Over
time, his kindness, patience, and devotion impressed the friars so
much that he was eventually accepted as a lay brother in the
Dominican Order.

Martin was known for his love of the poor, the sick, and even
animals. He founded an orphanage and distributed food and
medicine to those in need. Many miracles were attributed to him — he was said to heal the sick just by making the sign
of the cross, to appear in two places at once, and even to communicate with animals. Martin has a remarkable rapport
with all kinds of animals. He established a “veterinary hospital” at his sister’s house for stray dogs and cats. There are
stories of him having a dog, a cat and a mouse all eating peacefully from the same bowl, a symbol of the racial harmony
he sought to establish in Peru. Despite his gifts, Martin remained humble, always calling himself “a poor mulatto.” He
believed that all people were equal in God’s eyes. His life became a shining example of charity, faith, and unity among
all races and classes.

St. Martin de Porres died peacefully on November 3, 1639. His holiness and compassion inspired people throughout
the world. In 1962, Pope John XXIII declared him a saint. Today, he is remembered as the patron saint of racial
harmony, social justice, and people of mixed race.

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From the Desk of Father Jim
Resurgence in Catholicism

The title of this publication is ‘GOOD NEWS’. That is indeed what I
hope to bring in some form through my reflections. Over the past
several months I have witnessed an upsurge in the number of
individuals, some Catholic, and some of other traditions, expressing
their interest in being fully a part of our Catholic Faith. This trend is in
no way unique to Redeemer or even our Diocese.

The fact that we as Catholics have been very intentional in the last two
years about bringing our Lord in the Eucharist literally

to the streets across the country, along with the tremendous growth in
Catholic Media, as well as the death and transition to a new Pope, are a
few of the contributing factors to this outpouring of the Holy Spirit we
are seeing. Several Redeemer staff have commented on this exciting
trend and its effect on the OCIA process, sacramental preparation, and

over all parish participation. This momentum is rooted in a renewed
proclamation of the Gospel, a deeper appreciation of the Church’s

sacramental life, and a renewed sense of communal mission.

Opver the past several months I was privileged to meet those desiring full communion in our faith and those returning
to Church. First, are those baptized Catholic but have not received one or both additional Sacraments of

initiation. Second, are those baptized in a non-Catholic tradition seeking full communion in our Catholic

Church. Thirdly, are those who have never been baptized as Christian. Lastly, those who have been away from the
Church for various reasons and often for a long time. Currently, I am working with several who have

expressed an interest in having their marriage ‘blessed” in the Church, often achieved through the annulment process.

Regarding those wishing to ‘convert’ to Catholicism through the OCIA process and my interview with

them, each shared similar reasons for wanting to be Catholic. There is the Search for Truth: appreciating our faith
that has remained doctrinally intact for over 2,000 years. There is the Eucharist: Christ’s Real Presence: a defining
moment for their conversion. They also shared with me the Beauty of Catholic Worship: a deeply meaningful
universal form of worship centered on Christ. Finally, The Call to Holiness: Catholicism offers a clear roadmap for
growing in holiness through the sacraments, prayer, and virtue. If you, or someone you know, are considering
conversion or full communion, take your time, ask questions, and let God lead the way.

We welcome you to our Catholic Faith.

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Catechism In A Year

Living God’s Will Together

In my last article, I talked a little about my background and how I've found a true treasure in the Catechism in Year
(CIY) podcast from Ascension Press (I hope you are listening to it via Apple Podcast, Spotify, or YouTube, too!).

As]I continue to read through the Catechism (which contains a treasure of the words of the Bible, Church Fathers,
Councils, Popes and Saints), I'll write about subjectsI find there that speak to me, and I hope they will speak to you as
well. For this article, I wanted to focus on paragraphs 1886 - 1996 which relate to the relationship between man,
society and God.

To fulfill God’s will, we need one another. Jesus didn’t come simply to save isolated individuals—He came to establish
a kingdom, a living community united in love, truth, and justice. We were never meant to walk the path of faith alone.
Human beings are created for relationship, and life in society is essential for us to grow into the fullness of who God
made us to be.

Society and Human Vocation

The most natural and foundational form of society is the family, but our call to community goes further. We are
invited to participate in voluntary associations—economic, social, cultural, recreational, professional, and political —
that enrich the common good and allow our individual gifts to serve beyond ourselves. Through these networks, the
gifts God has placed in each of us can bless the wider world.

The Purpose of Society

Society should promote virtue and uphold human dignity. No person should ever be treated as a mere means to an
end. God alone is our ultimate goal, and all social and political efforts must remain ordered toward Him. When we
keep God first, our priorities find their right balance, and our actions gain true moral clarity.

Conversion and Society

Real transformation begins not with systems, but with the human heart. Because every human heart bears the wound
of sin, no earthly structure or government can bring about a perfect world. Yet this truth doesn’t excuse indifference.
In fact, authentic inner conversion compels us to work for justice, to reform institutions that foster sin, and to create
conditions that help virtue and holiness to flourish. Social renewal must always begin with personal renewal. God’s
grace gives us wisdom, patience, and courage to act with love even in the face of corruption and injustice.

Call to Action

The renewal of the world begins with the renewal of hearts—ou 7 hearts. If we want a more just, peaceful, and holy
society, we must start by asking God to transform zs. Then, rooted in grace, we step out to love, serve, and build
communities where human dignity is cherished and Christ is known.

Let us become witnesses of the Kingdom—people whose faith is not private but public, not silent but lived out in
mercy, truth, and joy. With God’s grace, may we help bring His kingdom of love to life right where we are, here at
Redeemer and wherever God takes us into the wider world.

On Wednesday, October 15%, parishioners enjoyed the music and talents of Steve Angrisano hosted by the Redeemer
Youth Ministry program. This year, the youth curriculum has

Steve Angrisano’s teachings are always rooted in
humility and faithfulness.

Steve’s highly
effective and authentic style of ministry impacted the
youth causing them to leave the conference filled with
the desire to grow closer to God through an enhanced
prayer life, regular participation in the sacraments and
daily resolutions.

Those in attendance were challenged to connect head to
heart, grow in faith through spending time in prayer every
day and to reflect on the Bible message. Steve described the
world around us as a “field hospital” in need of each of us
to venture into it with the confidence that our Catholic
faith will give us all we need to share God’s love with
others.

Many of us look forward to the cooler
temperatures as we anticipate the winter
months and beautiful holidays. Butimagine if
you did not have a safe and stable place to call
home. It’s estimated that 20% of the world’s
population lacks adequate housing. Over the
past 17 years, the Redeemer community has
raised more than $454,000 to help our
homeless neighbors in Hanover, Greater RVA,
and Haiti, where 38 modest homes have been

built.

This year’s No Room at the Inn Gala and
Nativities Exhibit takes place December 5-7.
This fun and faith-filled weekend supports the
important work of our community partners:
MCEF (Mechanicsville Churches Emergency
Functions) and Moments of Hope Outreach,
as well as Redeemer’s Haiti Housing Ministry.

MCEF uses the Redeemer funding to help
those in danger of eviction, providing rent and utilities assistance. Moments of Hope provides tents and sleeping bags
for those living in the woods and dignity motel stays during Christmas week.

More than 200 nativities from around the world will be on display throughout the weekend. This year’s nativities
include ones from Argentina to India to Zimbabwe. In addition, more than 30 shoebox nativities from students at
Our Lady of Lourdes in Henrico will also be on display.
