 PARTICIPANT INFORMATION  
o Each participant register online in order to participate. This includes basic

o Each participant will pay a $250 registration fee. Your church will receive 
giving credit for this fee. This must be paid when you register online.  

o Participants will be given challenges during the event to raise funds for our 
project/goal, so understand that fund raising will occur throughout the event 
itself.  

o Participants must at least 18 years old and sign a liability waiver.  
o Participants will be given a list of basic supplies they can have on hand at the 

start. Other supplies and “luxury” items can be earned throughout the week 
by completing/winning certain challenges.  

o The winner of “Last One Standing” will receive a $1,000 cash prize.  
o The participant who raises the most funds prior to and/or during the event 

will receive a prize as well.  

 

 

 

 

 



 COMPETITION RULES  
o Our competition area will be in the shape of a rectangle or circle.  
o The main rule is this: anyone who touches or crosses the boundary line will 

be immediately eliminated.  
o At random intervals, the competition area will be made smaller, making it 

more diƯicult to occupy and to compete within the area.  
o Challenges will occur randomly throughout the week at various times (day or 

night). When a challenge is issued, anyone not competing in the challenge 
will be automatically eliminated.  

o There are two types of challenges which will take place throughout the 
competition  

 NONELIMINATION/REWARD CHALLENGES  
o Everyone who completes a challenge in a certain amount of time OR the first 

person to finish wins a reward, depending on the nature of the challenge  
 ii. ELIMINATION CHALLENGES  
 These will involve both single eliminations and multiple eliminations, depending on 

the nature of the challenge  
 Once someone is eliminated, they will immediately leave the competition area  
 OTHER DETAILS  

o Go ahead and begin raising funds NOW. You can do this through the church, 
businesses, or individuals. The person who raises and brings the most money 
at the start of the event will receive special privileges for the duration of the 
event.  

o We are looking for sponsors for this event from churches, businesses, 
restaurants, and/or individuals. Sponsorships include:  

o Meals/snacks & drinks or funds to pay for meals/snacks & drinks
