The Paschal Candle is lit at ordinary ser-
vices for the last time on the Day of Pentecost. The Paschal 
Candle can then be extinguished, vividly concluding the Fifty 
Days. The Risen and Ascended Christ, gone from our sight, is 
still present by the Spirit and we are commissioned to go out into 
the world to spread the light of Christ.
