       WITH PENTECOST WE FINALIZE THE EASTER SEASON 

The Easter acclamations continue through to the evening of the Day 
of Pentecost. The Paschal Candle is lit at ordinary services for the last 
time on the Day of Pentecost. The Paschal Candle can then be extin-
guished, vividly concluding the Fifty Days. The risen and ascended 
Christ, gone from our sight, is still present by the Spirit and we are 
commissioned to go out into the world to spread the light of Christ. 
 Las aclamaciones pascuales continúan hasta la tarde del día 
de Pentecostés. El cirio pascual se enciende en los oficios ordinarios 
por última vez el día de Pentecostés. El Cirio Pascual puede entonces 
apagarse, con lo que concluyen vivamente los Cincuenta Días. Cristo 
resucitado y ascendido, desaparecido de nuestra vista, sigue 
presente por el Espíritu, y se nos encarga que vayamos por el mundo 
a difundir la luz de Cristo. 

PENTECOST marks the occasion of God sending the Holy Spirit 

upon Jesus’ disciples after his Resurrection. The book of Acts de-
scribes how the disciples were gathered together in one place on the 
day of Pentecost. The Jewish feast of Pentecost (Shavuot or the 
Feast of Weeks) was a day that commemorated the giving of the law 
to Moses, a day soon to be marked as well by the giving of the Holy 
Spirit. The day of Pentecost was a turning point for the disciples: 

Prayer to the Holy Spirit: Breathe into me, Holy Spirit, that my 

thoughts may all be holy. Move in me, Holy Spirit, that my work, too, 
may be holy. At attract my heart, Holy Spirit, that I may love only what 
is holy. Strengthen me, Holy Spirit That I may defend all that is holy. 

Protect me, Holy Spirit, that I may always be holy. Amen. -St. Augustine
