LITURGICAL FOCUS AND STEWARDSHIP
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MONTH OF THE HOLY EUCHARIST

April is the month in the church calendar
dedicated to the Eucharist. The Eucharist is
described in the Catechism as “the source and
summit” of the Christian life. However, in a
2019 study done by the Pew Research Center,
only 30% of all Catholics actually believe that
the bread and wine at Mass truly become the
body and blood, soul and divinity of Jesus
Christ. We believe that when the priest speaks
the words of consecration, the words Jesus
himself said at the Last Supper: “This is my
body; This is my blood,” that Jesus himself
becomes present to us as truly and fully Him. In

Pope Benedict XVI's ‘Sacramentum Caritatis,’ he

writes, “In the Eucharist, Jesus does not give us
a 'thing,' but Himself; He offers His own body

and pours out His own blood. He thus gives us

the totality of His life and reveals the ultimate
origin of this love. He is the eternal Son, given

to us by the Father.”

First Communion is one of the seven sacraments of the Church, and
one of the three sacraments of initiation to the Christian life along
with baptism, and confirmation. Through first communion, it is
possible to take for the first time the bread and wine, which for those

who profess our faith, is not symbol, but is the Body and Blood of

Christ. The real presence of the Body and Blood of Christ in the
bread and wine is what is called Transubstantiation.

First Communion, the reception of the Eucharist for the first time, is a
crucial moment in life. As Catholics, we firmly believe that the
Eucharist is truly the Body and Blood of Jesus. As such, we provide
training to students to help them prepare to receive such a great gift.
Finally, we celebrate the sacrament of the Eucharist, emphasizing
that it is the beginning of a new Christian life for your children and
family. 198 children from the community of St. Mary Church will be

receiving First Communion during the month of May. For
