God the Father sent His Son into the world not to
condemn us, but to redeem us through His
Passion, Death, and Resurrection.

We are invited not
only to believe in Christ, but to live in communion
with Him through prayer, the Sacraments, and acts
of charity. In Baptism, we are adopted as children
of God, and in the Eucharist, we continually receive
the grace of Christ's saving sacrifice. John 3:16 is a
reminder that God's mercy is endless and that
eternal life begins when we place our trust in Him
and follow Him faithfully each day.

Jesus speaks of God's love and commitment to
both people and planet. What do you imagine a
“saved” world will look like?

Our Catholic faith is a beautiful, lifelong journey which draws us ever
closer to God the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, and the sacraments
help to sanctify people and to build up the body of Christ. They are a
way for us to relate to God throughout life transitions and help us
praise and worship Him. They help us nurture, strengthen, and
express our faith. Through the sacraments, Jesus remains with His
people, strengthening, healing, nurturing, and forgiving them as they
face life's challenges.

The Catholic Church celebrates seven sacraments (Baptism, Penance,
Eucharist, Confirmation, Marriage, Holy Orders and Anointing of the
Sick), which were instituted by Christ during His ministry and which
continue to define the liturgical life of the Church today. The
Sacraments nourish, strengthen and express faith.

The seven sacraments correspond to all the stages and all the
important moments of the Christian's life: They give birth and growth,
healing and mission to the life of faith of Christians, they form in which
the Eucharist occupies the center, since it contains the author of the
sacraments himself.

The Religious Education office offers formation classes to receive the
sacraments of Penance, Eucharist, and Confirmation. With the help of
the Holy Spirit, we all contribute to the Christian formation of our
youth.

St. Mary School students venerated a St. Maria Goretti
1st Class Relic and learned about the Italian saint’'s short,
but impactful life. The Patron Saint of Catholic youth, girls
and teens, St. Maria Goretti devoted herself to caring for
her siblings on their family farm after her father's death.

At age 11, she was stabbed 14 times, forgiving her
attacker before she died from her wounds in 1902. Her
forgiveness later inspired her attacker's conversion. St.
Maria Goretti was canonized in 1950 as a martyr whose
life reflects mercy, purity, and the triumph of forgiveness
over violence.
