The Board of Trustees of Southern Iowa Trolley met in regular session on August 20, 2021, in person and by electronic means to the provisions of the Iowa Open Law Meetings Law, Section 21.8, Code of Iowa. The meeting was open to the public and those supervisor’s attending in person were Merlin Dixon and Pam Wilmarth.  Supervisor’s attending via zoom were Colby Holmes and Dan Christensen. Others attending via zoom were Allen Lester/SIT, Brent Lewellen, Niki Pasutti, Jenn Keller, Laura Held, Tyson Held, Rachael Wright, Christina Burkhart, and Ashley Lewellen. Dixon called the meeting to order at 1pm. Wilmarth made a motion to approve the agenda, Christensen 2nd motion carried.  Wilmarth made a motion to approve the July 22nd meeting minutes and was 2nd by Holmes. Motion carried.  Ridership was discussed and Wilmarth made the motion to approve, Christensen 2nd and motion carried.  A motion was made by Wilmarth to approve the financials, Christensen 2nd and motion carried.  Christensen made the motion to approve disbursements from July 23-August 19, 2021, Wilmarth 2nd and motion carried.  Lester presented four items for review and approval by the board. Those were the Limited English Proficiency Plan, Christensen made to the motion to approve, Holmes 2nd and motion carried. Christensen made the motion to approve the Public Participation Plan, Holmes 2nd and motion carried.  Wilmarth made the motion to approve the Vehicle and Equipment Maintenance Policy & Plan, Christensen 2nd and motion carried.  Wilmarth made the motion to approve the Employee Handbook & Policy Manual which is effective September 1st, Holmes 2nd the motion and motion carried.  At 1:15, Dixon opened the public hearing, allowing public input regarding the Osceola-Murray-Osceola route and the Greenfield-Creston-Greenfield route. Lester advised attendee’s that as of this week, there had been several ridership’s turned in for both routes. She said there were currently 10 riders listed for Osceola-Murray and 9 for Murray-Osceola. The Greenfield-Creston had 12 and the return had 14. Lester suggested that the routes be continued through November, with her staff tracking the ridership and to revisit the routes in October at the next scheduled meeting.  She advised the public is always welcome to attend and she would remind them via social media of the meeting.  Several comments were received from those attending the call including the appreciation of the service available and that without it they would not be able to get their child to and from Murray.  Christensen made the motion to continue the routes with updates in October. Wilmarth 2nd and motion carried. Christensen then made a motion to close the public hearing at 1:28. Holmes 2nd and motion carried. Holmes made the motion to adjourn the regular meeting at 1:31, Christensen 2nd and motion carried. The next scheduled meeting will be held Thursday October 28th, at 1:00 pm. The meeting is open to the public and persons with disabilities.
