Introduction to Galatians
1:1-5
Before beginning this series of lessons in Galatians I recommend you take the time to read through the entire book of Galatians in one setting free from distractions. Pray, meditate and journal anything that stands out to you.

I. The Apostles Authority
Read Galatians 1:1-5 – This serves as Paul’s introduction to the churches in Galatia. There are key truths concerning the authority with which Paul writes this letter. Among those are three specific and important we understand the significance of. The Apostle Paul was:
A. “An Apostle”

B. “Not from men”

C. “Through Jesus Christ”

II. The Apostles Message
A. The message of this letter serves as a reminder – “Grace”
We will soon see Paul is writing to address a falling away from the gospel of grace and a move backwards to a works or adherence to the law mentality by the new converts in the churches of Galatia. 
· Do you think this is prevalent in the church at large today?

· How do we guard against this individually and as a church?

B. The message of this letter serves as a refresher.
· Of where peace and grace come from – God the Father

· Of how it is obtained – “The gospel”

C. Serves as a requisition.
· To the will of God rather than to our own will. “according to the will of our God and Father”

III. What are key actions we can utilize in our walk with the Lord to guard against falling into sinful practices such as the churches in Galatia? In general they:
A. Placed more value in adherence to the law rather than the grace ours in Christ.

B. They failed to remain Christ centric, left the message of the gospel.

C. Allowed their own will to rise above the will of God.
