Four Keys to Growing as an Encourager

Take time to read I Thessalonians 5:9-11 Be sure you see the connection between our salvation in Christ, the new creature we become and the responsibility we have to not only Exalt God, Equip and be Equipped as a saint, but to also be an Encourager. Take the time to write down any important thoughts that come to mind.

Once you have studied and prayed through these truths take time to work through each of the points made in the Sunday message listed below.

1.  An Encourager Tells the Truth.  Proverbs 12:22
1. When we are truthful, we are portraying the character of God as He is truth.
1. A hard truth, we should fear the Lord and being truthful before Him more than protecting someone’s lifestyle, bad decisions, or sin. Does not negate the need for love!
1. When we don’t speak in truth, we are not loving but enabling someone to stay in their sin.
1. It’s not positive or negative, it’s truth! II Samuel 12 gives the account of Nathan the prophet speaking to King David about his sin of murder. Three things I want you to know about Nathan’s words and God’s interaction with David.
1. Nathan spoke in truth according to what God instructed. 
1. David received the word for truth which led to repentance “I have sinned against the Lord”
1. The Lord’s response to David’s repentance “The Lord also has put away your sin.”  
1. What is truth…God’s word! Where does the freedom we find in loving encouragement come from? Truth! John 8:31-32 proclaims “…If you abide in My word, you are My disciples indeed. And you shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.”


1. An Encourager Speaks With Love.  Colossians 3:12-14
We see here a great description of our new nature in Christ, also a great picture of Christ like love. 
1. Tenderness and mercy, 	e. Longsuffering
1. Kindness 			f. Bearing one another
1. Humility			g. Forgiving one another
1. Meekness			h. Put on Love

Look at the phrase “which is the bond of perfection” that is to say that these are the marks of people walking in unity in and through Christ Jesus. Use this passage is a score sheet how are you doing?




1. An Encourager Points to God’s Promises.  Jerimiah 29:11-14
1. We have no where else to point, but to Jesus! 
1. God in His sovereignty and omniscience alone can provide!
1. When we learn to trust the promises of God, we become more the encourager than the need to be encouraged! Which would you rather be?





1. An Encourager Imitates God in Jesus Christ.  Ephesians 5:1-2
1. Like a child imitates a parent. 
1. What are we imitating about God in Christ?
1. Walk in love
1. As Christ loved and gave Himself – Sacrificial.
1. Offering and a Sacrifice to God – Heaven focused not people focused.
1. This is what makes it a “sweet aroma” it is glory to God.
