Don’t ignore The Word’s Part II

This curriculum is a second lesson on the message from Series: Study of Galatians; Don’t ignore The Words.

Please take the time to read Galatians 1:6-10 pray and meditate on this passage. Make sure to write down anything that stands out to you. Write down words you don’t know or understand what they mean. Write down random thoughts that come to mind. Write down anything that comes across as an instruction. Specifically for this lesson ask God to reveal doctrinal truth to you.

The word doctrine derives from the Latin word doctrina. This is translated from two Greek terms, didaskalia meaning teaching and didache meaning instruction. Doctrine is not human. There is no human influence. It is truth revealed by God and His Son Jesus Christ through His Prophets and Apostles. 

Before proceeding take time to read and take in the truth of II Timothy 3:16-17

At the close of the last message five doctrinal truths were pointed out that are seen in the text of study, even if some are slightly obscured. 

It is important we don’t gloss over these important truths. Take the time to:

· Identify the statements in the passage of study that point to these doctrinal truths.

· Provide at least two additional supporting scriptures for each truth.


1. There is one gospel and one Savior Jesus Christ.


2. Salvation is by the grace of God alone.


3. Satan and his domain, the world are our enemy.


4. Substitutionary Atonement – Jesus took my place, paid the sin debt I owed.


5. We have been created By Him and For Him.
