| Reflections and Guidance

Reflexiones y Orientacion

Dear brothers and sisters,

In my homily last week, I focused quite
a bit on the story of Saint Bernadette and how her
example of humility and docility became a light to
turn to our Lord for healing through the interces-
sion of the Blessed Virgin Mary. Although we
have passed the feast day, I still think it is
important to focus on many of the spiritual lessons

Our Lady desires to share with us through this apparition.

To understand the spirituality of Our Lady of Lourdes, it is
important to understand the context of its humble beginning. As I mentioned
last week, on Feb. 11, 1858, Our Lady appeared to a poor young shepherdess
girl named Bernadette Soubirous near a cave in Lourdes, France.
According to St. Bernadette's testimony, “Our Lady was dressed in white
with a blue sash around her waist and a yellow rose on each foot, the color
of the rosary which she carried in her hand.”

In total, there were 18 apparitions, and although our Lady did not
always speak to Bernadette or permit her to tell certain secrets that were
revealed, she did receive several spiritual “gifts” that were meant for the
whole world, among them Our Lady affirmed her title as the Immaculate
Conception, which had previously been declared a dogma by Pope Pius XI 4
years earlier. Our Lady also “asked that a chapel should be built and a
procession formed” for the purpose that those who suffer from illness of all
kinds might be healed by the miraculous spring which flowed from the
ground.

As of today, 70 healing miracles have been medically confirmed,
and over 100,000 personal miracles have been attributed to Our Lady of
Lourdes and the waters at the grotto of Lourdes. Processions have formed,
just as Our Lady desired, consisting of those who suffer from various
illnesses, physical deformities, internal or mental struggles, etc., and in this
procession, they come to Our Lady as her poor little children, seeking her
healing intercession and praising her with songs as their heavenly mother.

For us who are not in Lourdes, what can we learn from this
Marian apparition?

First, as Pope Benedict XVI points out in his homily on the 150th
anniversary of Lourdes, Mary teaches us how to pray. Many times, in St.
Bernadette’s visions, Our Lady would teach Bernadette how to pray,
specifically the rosary, as well as how to make the sign of the cross. “Mary
teaches us to pray, to make our prayer an act of love for God and an act of
fraternal charity. By praying with Mary, our heart welcomes those who
suffer.” (Benedict XVTI).

Secondly, Mary exalts those who practice the virtue of humility
and simplicity. Mary did not choose someone qualified, but rather someone
poor, uneducated, and ill, to receive her message. Rather, it was from a
young girl’s place of poverty and humility that Bernadette faithfully
fulfilled the requests of Our Lady, even with much ostracization from her
family, friends, and the Church. Today, the humble and poor come to
Lourdes secking healing from Our Lady, those who are physically or
mentally poor and have a child-like simplicity to trust their Blessed Mother
with their ailments. Mary shows forth her motherly heart in wanting to heal
her children. For many, this is not a physical healing but a healing of the
heart because it is in the heart that Christ desires to touch us most.

Finally, Mary calls us to do penance and pray for the conversion
of sinners. She desires that not a single child of hers be lost, and thus, we
participate in carrying the crosses in our lives for their salvation. This is not
always easy for us, but we rely upon God’s grace to participate in this act.
Thus, we hear the word of Our Lady to St. Bernadette on this point, “I do
not promise you happiness in this life, but in the next,” because it is there,
we shall all be caught up with Christ and His heavenly Mother.

Queridos hermanos y hermanas,

En mi homilia de la semana pasada,
me centré bastante en la historia de Santa
Bernadette y en como su ejemplo de humildad y
docilidad se convirtié en una luz que nos guia
hacia nuestro Sefior para obtener la sanacion a
través de la intercesion de la Santisima Virgen
Maria. Aunque ya ha pasado la festividad, sigo
creyendo que es importante reflexionar sobre
muchas de las lecciones espirituales que Nuestra

Seflora desea compartir con nosotros a través de esta aparicion.

Para comprender la espiritualidad de Nuestra Sefiora de
Lourdes, es importante conocer el contexto de sus humildes origenes.
Como mencioné la semana pasada, el 11 de febrero de 1858, la Virgen
Maria se aparecié a una joven pastora pobre llamada Bernadette
Soubirous cerca de una cueva en Lourdes, Francia. Segin el
testimonio de Santa Bernadette, “la Virgen vestia de blanco con una
faja azul alrededor de la cintura y una rosa amarilla en cada pie, del
mismo color que el rosario que llevaba en la mano”.

En total, hubo 18 apariciones, y aunque la Virgen no
siempre habl6 con Bernadette ni le permitié revelar ciertos secretos, si
le concedid varios dones espirituales destinados a todo el mundo.
Entre ellos, la Virgen confirm6 su titulo de Inmaculada Concepcion,
que habia sido declarado dogma por el Papa Pio IX cuatro afios antes.
La Virgen también pidid6 que se construyera una capilla y se
organizara una procesion para que quienes padecieran enfermedades
de todo tipo pudieran ser sanados por la fuente milagrosa que brotaba
de la tierra.

Hasta el dia de hoy, se han confirmado médicamente 70
milagros de curacion, y mas de 100.000 milagros personales se han
atribuido a Nuestra Sefiora de Lourdes y a las aguas de la gruta de
Lourdes. Se han formado procesiones, tal como lo deseaba la Virgen,
compuestas por personas que sufren diversas enfermedades,
deformidades fisicas, problemas internos o mentales, etc., y en esta
procesion, acuden a la Virgen como sus humildes hijos, buscando su
intercesion sanadora y alabandola con canticos como su madre
celestial.

Para quienes no estamos en Lourdes, ;qué podemos
aprender de esta aparicion mariana?

En primer lugar, como sefiala el Papa Benedicto XVI en su
homilia con motivo del 150 aniversario de Lourdes, Maria nos ensefia
a orar. En muchas ocasiones, en las apariciones a Santa Bernadette, la
Virgen le ensefi6 a rezar, en particular el rosario, y también a hacer la
sefial de la cruz. “Maria nos ensefia a orar, a hacer de nuestra oracion
un acto de amor a Dios y un acto de caridad fraterna. Al orar con
Maria, nuestro corazon acoge a quienes sufren” (Benedicto XVI).

En segundo lugar, Maria exalta a quienes practican la virtud
de la humildad y la sencillez. Maria no eligié a alguien con grandes
cualidades, sino a una persona pobre, sin educacion y enferma, para
que recibiera su mensaje. Fue desde la pobreza y la humildad de una
joven que Bernadette cumplid fielmente las peticiones de la Virgen, a
pesar del rechazo de su familia, amigos y la Iglesia. Hoy, los humildes
y los pobres acuden a Lourdes buscando la sanacién de la Virgen,
aquellos que sufren pobreza fisica o mental y que, con la sencillez de
un nifio, confian sus dolencias a su Madre Santisima. Maria manifiesta
su corazon maternal al desear sanar a sus hijos. Para muchos, esta no
es una sanacion fisica, sino una sanacion del corazon, pues es en el
corazén donde Cristo desea tocarnos més profundamente.

Finalmente, Maria nos llama a hacer penitencia y a orar por
la conversion de los pecadores. Ella desea que ninguno de sus hijos se
pierda, y por eso, participamos en llevar las cruces de nuestra vida por
su salvacion. Esto no siempre es facil para nosotros, pero confiamos
en la gracia de Dios para participar en este acto. Asi, escuchamos las
palabras de Nuestra Sefiora a Santa Bernadette sobre este punto: “No
te prometo la felicidad en esta vida, sino en la otra”, porque alli
seremos todos reunidos con Cristo y su Madre celestial.

Why do Catholics veil statues in church during Lent?
Many churches veil statues in red or purple during the last two weeks in Lent. This period of time is traditional known as Passiontide, when we focus more
intentionally on the coming events of Holy Week. Covering over the images and crucifixes in our churches is a kind of “visual fast” and a reminder of this solemn
liturgical season. The joy of the Easter celebration is visually communicated when the statues are un-veiled and the church is beautifully decorated.
