Reflections and Guidance

Reflexiones y Orientacion

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

This Sunday we celebrate a
very special day. Although Mother’s
Day is not a liturgical feast, it holds an
important place in our hearts as
Christians. It is a day set aside to give
thanks for the beautiful vocation of
motherhood.

First and foremost, to all mothers, I want to wish
you a very blessed Mother’s Day. Your “yes” to this voca-
tion is truly inspirational. Through your prayers, sacrifices,
love, and constant care, you strengthen the family. In
partnership with your spouse, you nurture life not only
physically, but spiritually and emotionally. Often in quiet
and hidden ways, you reflect the tender and  faithful love
of God to your children. Indeed, without our mothers, we
would not be here.

The dignity of motherhood is elevated even further
when we look to our Blessed Mother Mary and how she
heroically lived motherhood in her life. In this month of
May, the Church focuses on Mary and her example and
how she leads us to Christ. In this way, she shows forth a
motherly care for us, her spiritual children. Whatever our
relationship may have been with our own mothers, whether
good or bad, the truth remains that we all need a mother. In
His great love, Christ gave us His own perfect Mother as
He hung upon the Cross, so that she might be a tender
heart who leads us safely to Him.

In this way, we go to Mary with our prayers and
petitions as a child who desires to confide in their mother,
knowing that what is shared will be heard and treated with
the most care and reverence. St. Thérese of Lisieux once
wrote: “What a joy to remember that she is our Mother!
Since she loves us and knows our weakness, what have we
to fear?” Mary understands our struggles and pains and is
only too ready to intercede on our behalf before her Divine
Son, who can bring about the peace and change we desire.

This truth is highlighted even more clearly when
she spoke with St. Juan Diego during the apparitions on
Tepeyac Hill. She spoke to him with words that continue to
comfort us, her spiritual children: “Listen and understand,
my humblest son. There is nothing to frighten or distress
you. Do not let your heart be troubled, and let nothing
upset you. Is it not I, your Mother, who is here? Are you
not under my protection? Are you not in my care?”

Mary does not take the place of Jesus in our lives;
rather, she always points us directly to Him with her gentle
and faithful heart. By imitating her humility, docility,
patience, and trust, and by entrusting our cares to her, we
grow closer to Christ.

May all mothers find strength and encouragement
in the example of Our Lady. And may each of us, no
matter our circumstances, entrust ourselves more
confidently to our loving Mother’s intercession.

maternidad.

Ante todo, a todas las madres, quiero desearles un
Dia de la Madre muy bendecido. Su “si” a esta vocacion es
verdaderamente inspirador. A través de sus oraciones,
sacrificios, amor y cuidado constante, ustedes fortalecen a la
familia. En unién con su esposo, nutren la vida no solo fisica,
sino también espiritual y emocionalmente. A menudo, de
maneras silenciosas y ocultas, ustedes reflejan el amor tierno
y fiel de Dios hacia sus hijos. En verdad, sin nuestras madres,
no estariamos aqui.

La dignidad de la maternidad se eleva aun mas
cuando dirigimos nuestra mirada a nuestra Santisima Madre,
Maria, y a la manera heroica en que ella vivio la maternidad a
lo largo de su vida. En este mes de mayo, la Iglesia centra su
atencion en Maria, en su ejemplo y en el modo en que ella nos
conduce hacia Cristo. De este modo, ella manifiesta un
cuidado maternal hacia nosotros, sus hijos espirituales.
Cualquiera que haya sido nuestra relacion con nuestras
propias madres, ya fuera buena o mala, la verdad innegable es
que todos necesitamos una madre. En su inmenso amor,
Cristo nos entregd a su propia y perfecta Madre mientras
pendia de la Cruz, para que ella fuera ese corazon tierno que
nos condujera con seguridad hacia El.

Asi, acudimos a Maria con nuestras oraciones y
peticiones, tal como un nifio que desea confiarse a su madre,
sabiendo que aquello que comparta sera escuchado y tratado
con el mayor cuidado y reverencia. Santa Teresa de Lisieux
escribio en una ocasion: “jQué alegria recordar que ella es
nuestra Madre! Puesto que nos ama y conoce nuestra
debilidad, ;qué tenemos que temer?”. Maria comprende
nuestras luchas y nuestros dolores, y esta siempre dispuesta a
interceder por nosotros ante su Divino Hijo, quien tiene el
poder de concedernos la paz y el cambio que tanto anhelamos.

Esta verdad se manifiesta alin con mayor claridad
cuando ella habl6 con San Juan Diego durante las apariciones
en el cerro del Tepeyac. Le hablo con palabras que contintian
consolandonos a nosotros, sus hijos espirituales: “Escucha y
comprende, hijo mio, el mas humilde. Nada hay que deba
asustarte ni afligirte. No permitas que tu corazon se turbe, ni
dejes que nada te inquiete. ;Acaso no soy yo, tu Madre, quien
estd aqui? ;Acaso no estds bajo mi proteccion? ;jAcaso no
estas bajo mi cuidado?”.

Maria no ocupa el lugar de Jesus en nuestras vidas;
mas bien, siempre nos sefiala directamente hacia El con su
corazén manso y fiel. Al imitar su humildad, docilidad,
paciencia y confianza, y al encomendarle nuestras
preocupaciones, nos acercamos mas a Cristo.

Que todas las madres encuentren fortaleza y aliento
en el ejemplo de Nuestra Sefiora. Y que cada uno de nosotros,
sin importar nuestras circunstancias, se encomiende con
mayor confianza a la intercesion de nuestra amorosa Madre.
