The Human Person in the Age of Artificial Intelligence

In his first encyclical, Magnifica Humanitas, Pope
Leo XIV invites us to reflect not only on artificial intelligence,
but on something much deeper: the dignity of the human
person. This is a timely message for all of us, because we live
in a world that increasingly treats everything as data to be
collected, processed, predicted, and used.

The Holy Father helps us ask an important question:
What kind of human being is our digital world forming? Are
we becoming more free, or more dependent? More capable of
silence and prayer, or more reactive and distracted? More able
to love, or more closed in on ourselves? More open to truth, or
more attached to whatever confirms what we already think?

Technology itself is not the enemy. When rightly
used, it can be a great instrument of service. It can help us
communicate, learn, organize, work, and even evangelize. But
technology needs a moral compass. The great mistake of our
time is to confuse progress with direction. Not everything that
is faster, more efficient, or more powerful is necessarily more
human.

This is especially important for families, young
people, and our parish community. Many parents wonder what
kind of digital world their children will inherit. Many workers
wonder whether their value will be measured against
machines. Many people feel pressured to be constantly visible,
productive, efficient, and available. But our worth does not
come from speed, performance, usefulness, or popularity. Our
dignity comes from God.

The Christian faith reminds us that our limits are not
always defects. Time, weakness, dependence, vulnerability,
and the need for others are not failures in the design of the
human person. They are often the very places where love,
patience, mercy, and communion begin. We are not machines.
We are sons and daughters of God, created in His image and
called to communion with Him and with one another.

For our parish, this teaching is an invitation to
recover what is deeply human and deeply Christian: prayer,
real conversation, family life, Sunday Mass, works of charity,
care for the lonely, and attention to the person in front of us.
Artificial intelligence may become more advanced, but it can
never replace the human heart redeemed by Christ.

The future does not need us to forget our humanity. It
needs us to rediscover its greatness in the light of God. May
the Sacred Heart of Jesus teach us to use every tool wisely,
without ever forgetting who we are.

La Persona Humana en la Epoca de la
Inteligencia Artificial

En su primera enciclica, Magnifica Humanitas, el Papa
Leon XIV nos invita a reflexionar no solamente sobre la inteligencia
artificial, sino sobre algo mucho mas profundo: la dignidad de la
persona humana. Es un mensaje muy oportuno para todos nosotros,
porque vivimos en un mundo que cada vez mas tiende a convertir
todo en datos: datos que se recogen, se procesan, se predicen y se
utilizan.

El Santo Padre nos ayuda a hacernos una pregunta
importante: ;qué tipo de ser humano estd formando nuestro mundo
digital? ;Nos estamos volviendo mas libres o mas dependientes?
(Mas capaces de silencio y oracion, o mas reactivos y distraidos?
(Mas capaces de amar, o mas encerrados en nosotros mismos? ;Mas
abiertos a la verdad, o mas apegados a aquello que simplemente
confirma lo que ya pensamos?

La tecnologia en si misma no es el enemigo. Bien usada,
puede ser un gran instrumento de servicio. Puede ayudarnos a
comunicarnos, aprender, organizarnos, trabajar e incluso
evangelizar. Pero la tecnologia necesita una brujula moral. El gran
error de nuestro tiempo es confundir el progreso con la direccion.
No todo lo que es mas rapido, mas eficiente o mas poderoso es
necesariamente mas humano.

Esto es especialmente importante para las familias, los
jovenes y nuestra comunidad parroquial. Muchos padres se
preguntan qué mundo digital heredaran sus hijos. Muchos
trabajadores se preguntan si su valor serd medido en comparacion
con las maquinas. Muchas personas sienten la presion de estar
siempre visibles, productivas, eficientes y disponibles. Pero nuestro
valor no viene de la rapidez, del rendimiento, de la utilidad o de la
popularidad. Nuestra dignidad viene de Dios.

La fe cristiana nos recuerda que nuestros limites no son
siempre defectos. El tiempo, la debilidad, la dependencia, la
vulnerabilidad y la necesidad de los demds no son fallas en el
diseflo de la persona humana. Muchas veces son precisamente los
lugares donde comienzan el amor, la paciencia, la misericordia y la
comuniéon. No somos maquinas. Somos hijos e hijas de Dios,
creados a su imagen y llamados a la comunion con El y con los
demas.

Para nuestra parroquia, esta enseflanza es una invitacion a
recuperar aquello que es profundamente humano y profundamente
cristiano: la oracion, la conversacion verdadera, la vida familiar, la
Misa dominical, las obras de caridad, el cuidado de los que estan
solos y la atencion concreta a la persona que tenemos delante.

La inteligencia artificial podra avanzar mucho, pero nunca
podra reemplazar el corazén humano redimido por Cristo. El futuro
no necesita que olvidemos nuestra humanidad. Necesita que
redescubramos su grandeza a la luz de Dios. Que el Sagrado
Corazon de Jesus nos ensefie a usar sabiamente toda herramienta,
sin olvidar jamas quiénes somos.

Reflections and Guidance

Reflexiones y Orientacion

Living Our Consecration to the
Sacred Heart of Jesus

Last week, our parish made an
important act of faith: we consecrated
ourselves to the Sacred Heart of Jesus.
That moment was not simply a

beautiful prayer or a pious gesture. It was a declaration of
identity. We placed our parish, our families, our ministries,
and our own hearts under the loving reign of Christ.

There is an old Latin saying: Operari sequitur
esse — “action follows being.” In other words, what we do
flows from who we are. If we belong to Jesus, then our
works, our decisions, our ministries, and our parish life
must flow from Him. Consecration reminds us that before
we are organizers, volunteers, teachers, leaders, or
parishioners, we are His. We belong to the Heart of Christ.

The Church herself was born from that Heart.
When the soldier pierced the side of Jesus on the Cross,
blood and water flowed out. The Fathers of the Church saw
in this the birth of the Church and the sacraments. From
the wounded side of Christ came the life of the world.
From His Heart came mercy, forgiveness, the Eucharist,
and the Church.

The Heart of Jesus has a double movement, like
every heart: it draws us in, and it sends us out. He draws us
into His intimacy, into prayer, into confession, into the
Eucharist, into trust. But then He sends us out to love, to
forgive, to serve, to evangelize, and to become signs of
charity for others. To be consecrated means to live this
movement: to be of Jesus for the life of the world.

This is especially important today. Many hearts
are wounded. Many people do not know how to love, or
they confuse love with emotion, attraction, control, or self-
interest. The Sacred Heart of Jesus is the answer to these
wounds. In Him we learn what true love is: patient,
humble, sacrificial, faithful, and merciful. Jesus is the
human school of divine love and the divine school of
human love.

Now that our parish has been consecrated, each of
us is invited to live a personal consecration as well. We
can say to Him every day: “Lord, make my heart like
Yours. Teach me to love as You love. Reign in my family,
in my work, in my wounds, in my fears, and in my hopes.”

May this consecration bear fruit in our parish. May
it renew our prayer, strengthen our families, inspire our
ministries, and make us more missionary. Sacred Heart of
Jesus, we trust in You.

Vivir Nuestra Consagracion al Sa-
grado Corazoén de Jesus

La semana pasada, nuestra
parroquia realizé un acto muy importante
de fe: nos consagramos al Sagrado
Corazon de Jesus. Ese momento no fue

simplemente una oracion hermosa o un gesto piadoso. Fue
una declaracion de identidad. Pusimos nuestra parroquia,
nuestras familias, nuestros ministerios y nuestros propios
corazones bajo el reinado amoroso de Cristo.

Hay un antiguo dicho latino: Operari sequitur esse,
que significa: “el obrar sigue al ser”. En otras palabras, lo que
hacemos brota de lo que somos. Si somos de Jesus, entonces
nuestras obras, decisiones, ministerios y toda la vida
parroquial deben nacer de El. La consagraciéon nos recuerda
que, antes de ser organizadores, voluntarios, catequistas,
lideres o feligreses, somos suyos. Pertenecemos al Corazon
de Cristo.

La Iglesia misma naci6é de ese Corazon. Cuando el
soldado abri¢ el costado de Jesus en la cruz, brotaron sangre
y agua. Los Padres de la Iglesia vieron en ese momento el
nacimiento de la Iglesia y de los sacramentos. Del costado
herido de Cristo brotd la vida para el mundo. De su Corazén
nacieron la misericordia, el perdon, la Eucaristia y la Iglesia.

El Corazén de Jesus tiene un doble movimiento,
como todo corazon: nos atrae hacia dentro y nos envia hacia
afuera. Nos introduce en su intimidad: en la oracién, en la
confesion, en la Eucaristia, en la confianza. Pero también nos
envia a amar, perdonar, servir, evangelizar y ser signos de
caridad para los demas. Estar consagrados significa vivir este
movimiento: ser de Jesus para la vida del mundo.

Esto es especialmente importante hoy. Muchos
corazones estan heridos. Muchas personas no saben amar o
confunden el amor con emocion, atraccion, control o interés
propio. El Sagrado Corazén de Jests es la respuesta a esas
heridas. En El aprendemos qué es el verdadero amor:
paciente, humilde, sacrificado, fiel y misericordioso. Jesus es
la escuela humana del amor divino y la escuela divina del
amor humano.

Ahora que nuestra parroquia ha sido consagrada,
cada uno de nosotros estd invitado también a vivir una
consagracion personal. Podemos decirle cada dia: “Sefior,
haz mi corazén semejante al tuyo. Enséfiame a amar como Tu
amas. Reina en mi familia, en mi trabajo, en mis heridas, en
mis miedos y en mis esperanzas’.

Que esta consagracion dé fruto en nuestra parroquia.
Que renueve nuestra oracion, fortalezca nuestras familias,
inspire nuestros ministerios y nos haga mas misioneros.
Sagrado Corazén de Jests, en Vos confio.
