Hershey released Swoops in 2003 promising 
a new indulgent, experience. They felt having chocolate 
in this unique chip shape allowed the chocolate to 
conform to the roof of the mouth for a slow, 
chocolate-melt experience. Consumers quickly fell in 
love with the unique shape, stackability and fun flavors. 

Swoops came in fan favorite candy bar 
flavors: milk chocolate, peanut butter, 
mint and coconut. Swoops was short 
lived, only remaining on the shelves for 3 
years but fans today are still asking where 
they can get their hands on this fun 
chocolate snack .
