THAIPUSAM
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Celebrated by IndianSfaround the world, Thaipusam is held each year during the full moon day
in the Tamil month of Thai, which is usually in January or February. The word ‘Thaipusam’
comes from the word Thai, which means 10th, and Pusam, which means ‘when the moon is at
its brightest”.

Thi‘s vibrant Hindu festival commemoratfs the victory of good over evil. Over the course of a
maonth prlor to Thaipusam, people start offering sacrifices to their Hindu Gods. Some may
start fastmg, getting up early in the morning for prayers, chanting, and many other things in
honour gf Lord Murugan, who defeated the demon Soorpadman.

The story of Lord Murugan and Soorpadman is a legendary battle between good and evil. It
began when Soorpadman started tormenting gods and sages. Because of this, Lord Murugan
was given Vel (a powerful weapon that can defeat Soorpadman) by Goddess Parvati. Lord
Murugan went off to battle with his army and Vel, and in the end, Lord Murugan was victorious
over Soorpadman.

This resonates with all humanity as winning against evil is a natural will at the core of the
human spirit.

On Thaipusam Day, people from the Klangvlalley offer sacrifices by walking/barefoot from
their houses all the way to Batu Caves, where people‘climb,the 272 colourful steps leading to
the temples inside. Young women may\carry a milk pot whilst.walking. Devotees also express
gratitude by carrying ‘kavadis’;an ornate wooden ormetal structure; as a form (/)f penance.
This expression is called Padayatra:It-is done as a form of pilgrimage, humblin'g themselves to
honour Lord Murugan. Padayatra symbolizes Lord Murugan's joir.ney and'how, he-overcame

obstacles to defeat Soorpadman. \

Batu Caves is a series of stunning limestone caves| located just north of Kuala Lumpur, a
national landmark recognized by UNESCO: It has three main caves featuring temples.and
