his glory. In him you also, when you had heard the word of 
truth, the gospel of your salvation, and had believed in him, 
were marked with the seal of the promised Holy Spirit; this is 
the pledge of our inheritance toward redemption as God's own 
people, to the praise of his glory. 
 

I have heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus and your love toward all 
the saints, and for this reason I do not cease to give thanks for you as 
I remember you in my prayers. I pray that the God of our Lord Jesus 
 

Christ, the Father of glory, may give you a spirit of wisdom and 
revelation as you come to know him, so that, with the eyes of your 
heart enlightened, you may know what is the hope to which he has 
called you, what are the riches of his glorious inheritance among the 
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 saints, and what is the immeasurable greatness of his power for us who 
believe, according to the working of his great power. God put this 
power to work in Christ when he raised him from the dead and seated 
him at his right hand in the heavenly places, far above all rule and 
authority and power and dominion, and above every name that is 
named, not only in this age but also in the age to come.

We give thanks to you, O God, for the goodness and love which 
you have made known to us in creation; in the calling of Israel to be 
your people; in your Word spoken through the prophets; and above 
all in Jesus Christ, the Word made flesh. For in these last days you 
sent Jesus to be incarnate from the Virgin Mary, to be the Savior 
and Redeemer of the world.

And we offer our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving to you, O 
Savior of all; presenting to you, from your creation, this bread and 
this wine. We pray you, gracious God, to send your Holy Spirit upon 
these gifts that they may be the Sacrament of the Body of Christ and 
his Blood of the new Covenant.  Unite us in the sacrifice of Jesus 
Christ, through whom we are acceptable to you, being sanctified by 
the Holy Spirit. In the fullness of time, put all things in subjection 
under your Christ, and bring us to that heavenly country where, with 
all your saints, we may enter the everlasting heritage of your 
children; through Jesus Christ our Savior, the firstborn of all 
creation, the head of the Church, and the author of our salvation. By 
Christ, and with Christ, and in Christ, in the unity of the Holy Spirit 
all honor and glory is yours, Almighty God, now and forever.

• Communion in one kind, or both, is acceptable.   
• If you prefer to not receive the wine, you may proceed to your seat 

after receiving the bread. 
• If you would like to receive a blessing only, please cross your hands 

over your chest as a signal to the ministers.    
• If you want a gluten free wafer, please place your palms down when 

you approach the ministers.
