Dear Consular Officer:

I am writing to request the issuance of a U Nonimmigrant Visa for my client, X (AXX XXX XXX), derivative of X (AXX XXX XXX).  USCIS granted Ms. X U Nonimmigrant Status (U-2/3/4) on [DATE], valid until [DATE] and granted Ms. X U Nonimmigrant Status (U-1) on [DATE], valid until [DATE].  U Nonimmigrant Status is available to aliens who have met the requirements set forth in INA § 101(a)(15)(U).  

USCIS has exclusive jurisdiction over the adjudication of Form I-918, Petition for U Nonimmigrant Status.  8 CFR § 214.14(c)(1).  Once an individual abroad receives U Nonimmigrant Status, U.S. consulates abroad should issue the U visa to enter the United States.  

Although the Approval Notice states that “[t]he [Kentucky Consular Center] KCC will determine which consular post is the appropriate consulate to complete visa processing,” the KCC has indicated that the consulates abroad will take responsibility for issuing the U visa travel document as well as the Form I-94, Arrival-Departure Record.
Accordingly, we ask that you issue a U Nonimmigrant Visa so that Ms. X is able to enter the United States.   Please see attached for Form G-28, as well as the approval notices for Ms. X’s Form I-918-A, Petition for U Nonimmigrant Derivative Status, and approval notices for Ms. X’s Form I-918, Petition for U Nonimmigrant Status and Form I-192, Waiver of Inadmissibility. The following is a list of the included documents: 

· Copy of Form G-28 for Principal Applicant

· Original U Approval Notice for Derivative Applicant

· Copies of U Approval Notice and Waiver of Inadmissibility Approval Notice for Principal Applicant

In order for Ms. X to qualify for Adjustment of Status, she must accrue three (3) years of lawful status in the United States, and her U Nonimmigrant Status only lasts for four (4) years.  Ms. X has never entered the United States, therefore, it is crucial that she be permitted to enter as soon as possible.
