• Attach a clear role description or outline of the increase to role.
• Include a letter from both the church and applicant outlining their sense of calling to
ministry.
• Outline ministry or theological study currently undertaken or previously completed.
• Submit a clear development plan outlining leadership growth, ministry exposure and
formation.
• Identify one mentor within the church and one mentor outside the church context.
• The Senior leader of the church will meet once per term with a member of the COCWA
Next Gen Team to discuss the applicants development.
• Applicants are encouraged to participate in the wider Next Gen WA community and
opportunities.
