ball lost/out of bounds:           Defined by inside edge of property owners fence, white stakes or any 
                                                   streets.  your ball is lost if not found in 3 minutes after you begin to 
                                                   search for it.  

GOLF CARTS:                                 to be operated by anyone over 16 years of age or older, providing that 
                                                   person has a valid drivers license.  carts should always be driven on 
                                                   the cart path unless the 90 degree rule is in effect.  carts can be
                                                   rented through the golf shop.  private golf carts must be registered 
                                                   through the golf shop and must be electric, have proper turf friendly 
                                                   tires and must be insured.  the age limit rule and the 90 degree rule 
                                                   also applies to private carts.  carts that are not registered with the 
                                                   club may not be used on the course at any time.

greens:                                       spike marks, ball marks and any other damage on the putting green 
                                                   should be repaired.

ball drop:                                   the player must let go of the ball from a location at knee height so 
                                                    that the ball falls straight down, without the player throwing, spinning
                                                    or rolling it or using any other motion that might affect where the ball 
                                                    will come to rest.  

player conduct:                          all players are expected to play in the spirit of the game by acting 
                                                    with integrity by following the rules, applying all penalties, being 
                                                    honest in all aspects of play and showing consideration to others 
                                                    by playing at a prompt pace.  taking good care of the course by 
                                                    replacing divots, smoothing bunkers, repairing ball marks and not 
                                                    causing unnecessary damage to the course.
