ACTIVE MEMBERSHIP  (Precepts of the Church)  
is  defined as: 
1. Registered in the parish for a sufficient length of time.                 
(6 months) 
2. Attend Mass on Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation 
and rest from servile labor. 
3. Confess your sins at least once a year. 
4. Receive the Sacrament of the Eucharist at least during                 
the Easter Season. 
5. Observe the days of fasting & abstinence established by                  
the Church. 
6. Help to provide for the needs of the Church.   

Holy Days of Obligation 
In the Catholic Church, Holy Days of Obligation are the 
days on which the faithful are obliged to participate in 
the Mass. They also abstain from unnecessary works, 

"which hinder the worship to be rendered to God, the joy 
proper to the Lord’s Day, or the suitable relaxation of 

mind and body." (Canon 1247 of the Code of Canon Law).  
 

All Sundays are obligatory for the faithful to  
participate in the Mass.

SACRED SCRIPTURE  

• God is the author of sacred Scripture, which is written by hu-
man authors under the inspiration of the Holy Spirit.  

• The Christian faith is not a religion “of the book,” but of the 
“Word of God.”  

• Both the Old and New Testaments form the canon of Sacred 
Scripture and together communicate God's plan of salvation 
for the World.  

• The Old Testament prepares for the New Testament while the 
New Testament fulfils the Old Testament.  

 
WHY DOES SACRED SCRIPTURE TEACH THE TRUTH? 
Because God himself is the author of sacred Scripture. For this 
reason it is said to be inspired and to teach without error those 
truths which are necessary for our salvation. The Holy Spirit in-
spired the human authors who wrote what he wanted to teach us. 
The Christian faith, however, is not a “religion of the Book,” but 
of the Word of God — “not a written and mute word, but incar-
nate and living” (St. Bernard of Clairvaux). (Compendium #18)
