ACTIVE MEMBERSHIP (Precepts of the Church)
is defined as:
1. Registered in the parish for a sufficient length of time.
(6 months)
2. Attend Mass on Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation
and rest from servile labor.
3. Confess your sins at least once a year.
4. Receive the Sacrament of the Eucharist at least during
the Easter Season.
5. Observe the days of fasting & abstinence established by
the Church.
6. Help to provide for the needs of the Church.
Holy Days of Obligation
In the Catholic Church, Holy Days of Obligation are the
days on which the faithful are obliged to participate in
the Mass. They also abstain from unnecessary works,
"which hinder the worship to be rendered to God, the joy
proper to the Lord’s Day, or the suitable relaxation of
mind and body." (Canon 1247 of the Code of Canon Law).

All Sundays are obligatory for the faithful to
participate in the Mass.

REFLECT

The ability to cooperate with God’s creative power to
conceive and raise a child is one of the most profound
gifts that a married couple can receive. Yet sadly,
about 1 in 6 people face infertility at some point. For
some, the joy of conception never happens. Others
suffer repeated miscarriages. Still others experience
secondary infertility: after giving birth to one or more
children, they experience difficulty having another.
When couples are unable to bear children, very often
there is an understandable feeling of great loss. It is
essential to note that the Church has true compassion
for couples suffering from infertility and wants to be
of real help to them. Many causes of infertility can be
addressed through medical assistance that is folly in
accord with Catholic teaching.

The desire to have a child is beautiful and good. At the
same time, we are called to cooperate with God’s
design for married love and the creation of new life.
Some practices, such as fn vifro fertilization (IVF) and
surrogacy, are not morally legitimate ways to address
infertility. In addition to failing to respect the dignity
of the couple’s marital relationship and of the child,
such procedures often result in the loss of human life.

St. John Paul II affirmed to couples who bear the
Cross of infertility, “you are no less loved by God;
vour love for each other is complete and fruitful
‘when it 1s open to others.” It is important that
couples who experience infertility know that their
love is still fFuitfid and their married life remains
filled with meaning. We pray that couples
struggling with infertility would know Christ’s
closeness in a special way and embrace God’s
design as they seek to grow their families.

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In the most basic terms, adoration is the worship of the

Eucharist outside of Mass. The Eucharistic Host is displayed
in a monstrance on the altar so that all can see and pray in

the presence of Christ.
Why do we have adoration?

1) To acknowledge Christ’s true presence in the Blessed

Sacrament 2) To lead us to a fuller participation in the Holy

Mass 3) To praise, worship, and offer thanksgiving to God.
How long do | need to stay?

You can go to adoration for a few minutes, a half hour, or
several hours. There are no rules about this. Many people
make it a practice to keep a "holy hour".

What do | do in adoration?

Pray and listen! You can meditate silently by gazing at
Jesus. You can speak to Him in your heart. You might also
read Scripture or a spiritual book. Many people recite the

rosary silently. It is a time of silence - God is always
speaking to you and this is a time to listen.

READ: A selection from Via Fidelis — Chapter &

Over the course of the last few centuries, Western countries have demoted the Christian
faith to a mere cultural symbol The faith has been stripped of its richness and beauty. The
Lord Jesus and his Gospel are dismissed or outrightly mocked. The Church is viewed as an
antigue of 2 bygone era that is no longer relevant or helpful to society. Such signs show us
the loss of faith in our day.

In our age, which is predominated by secularism and moral relativism, even believers can
get caught up in the moral laxity, financal greed, political messianism and nihilistic
cultural realities around them. While expressed in different ways at different times,
darkness and error are found in every age and our own age is no exception. We are in an
active struggle to show the goodness of the Lord Jesus, the credibility of the Gospel and
the essential role of the Church as salt and light for our world today.

REFLECT:

1.In this selection, the Bishop describes a
widespread loss of faith in our culture. In what
ways have you seen this to be true? Conversely,
what points of hope have you seen?

2.What effect do the ‘moral laxity, financial greed,
political messianism and nihilistic cultural
realities’ that the Bishop describes have on
society and the individuals within society? How
do we respond?

3.The Bishop echoes Jesus’ call to be ‘salt and
light' in the world of today. What does this mean
in our context?

WHAT IS REVELATION?

e By words and deeds throughout “salvation history,”
God reveals Himself and His loving plan for us

o This plan is that all people might share in the divine
life by “adoption” through Christ

e Jesus Christ, the Incarnate Son of God, is the full-
ness of Revelation

What does God reveal to man? God in his goodness
and wisdom reveals himself. With deeds and words, he
reveals himself and his plan of loving goodness which
he decreed from all eternity in Christ. According to this
plan, all people by the grace of the Holy Spirit are to
share in the divine life as adopted “sons” in the only be-
gotten Son of God.
