ACTIVE MEMBERSHIP  (Precepts of the Church)  
is  defined as: 
1. Registered in the parish for a sufficient length of time.                 
(6 months) 
2. Attend Mass on Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation 
and rest from servile labor. 
3. Confess your sins at least once a year. 
4. Receive the Sacrament of the Eucharist at least during                 
the Easter Season. 
5. Observe the days of fasting & abstinence established by                  
the Church. 
6. Help to provide for the needs of the Church.   

Holy Days of Obligation 
In the Catholic Church, Holy Days of Obligation are the 
days on which the faithful are obliged to participate in 
the Mass. They also abstain from unnecessary works, 

"which hinder the worship to be rendered to God, the joy 
proper to the Lord’s Day, or the suitable relaxation of 

mind and body." (Canon 1247 of the Code of Canon Law).  
 

All Sundays are obligatory for the faithful to  
participate in the Mass.

WHY DO WE HAVE REVELATION?  

• Even though we can know God’s existence and his attributes of 
perfection naturally, God is always greater than what is accessible 
to human reason alone  

• Furthermore, simply knowing about God is not the same as being 
in relationship with Him  

• In order to communicate the mystery which God is in Himself, 
which is not accessible to human reason, God has revealed Him-
self to us  

• This Divine Revelation also gives us surety of some things that 
are naturally accessible to human reason  

Is the light of reason alone sufficient to know the mystery of God? 
In coming to a knowledge of God by the light of reason alone man 
experiences many difficulties. Indeed, on his own he is unable to enter 
into the intimacy of the divine mystery. This is why he stands in need 
of being enlightened by God’s revelation, not only about those things 
that exceed his understanding, but also about those religious and moral 
truths which of themselves are not beyond the grasp of human reason, 
so that even in the present condition of the human race, they can be 
known by all with ease, with firm certainty and with no admixture of 
error.
